OBITUARY OF PREACHERS.

Elder Joux Freperick Farrant sweetly fell
asleep in Jesus, Aug. 29, 1850, aged about 28 years.
He was born in London, England, Sept. 9, 1822.
His father was a General Baptist minister, and under
his tuition he commenced study so young, and with
such success, that when but eight years of age he
had made no little progress in two languages besides
his own. About this time, his father died ; but his
mother, with great exertions, managed to keep him
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at a boarding school for some years. When in his
sixteenth year, he engaged in business with a mer-
chant, was soon after converted, and began to preach
among the Methodists. In a shert time, however,
he commenced theological studies under the tuition
of the Rev. John Stevenson, of London, (General
Baptist,) by whom he was baptized. After spend-
ing a year with that excellent minister, he entered
the General Baptist College at Leicester, where he
completed the prescribed course when about twenty.
He preached five or six years in Manchester, Eng.,
and a few months in Scotland. June 3, 1848, he
embarked for America, with his wife and child,
where he arrived some time in July. He soon took
the charge of the F. W. Baptist church in N. Ber-
wick, Me., where, at the earnest persuasions of
brethren, he was publicly ordained, a step which
he had frequently refused to take. May 1849, in
compliance with the urgent solicitations of our Home
Mission Board, he took charge of the F. W. Bap-
tist church then recently organized in New York
city. He labored with great assiduity till the last
Sabbath of the year, though disease was making sad
havoe in his physical system. At this time, he was
entirely laid aside with paralysis of the nervous sys-
tem, and remained comparatively helpless for about
eight months, when death released him from his suf-
ferings. His cheerfulness and patience, which con-
tinued to the last, astonished all who were permitted
to attend him. 'The only anxiety he expressed was,
that he might labor more in the ministry before go-
ing home. His sufferings were very excruciating,
yet joy filled his soul, and most precious expressions
of faith in the Savior, and confidence of his accep-
tance, frequently fell from his lips. His remains
were deposited in Greenwood Cemetery. He left a
wife and infant daughter. Such were his urbanity,
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. his sweet spirit and living faith, that to know him

He was converted
about the age of 19, and soon actively entered the
vineyard of the Lord. He visited Vermont (which
was then much of it new and uncaltivated) and la-
bored a while in a revival, but soon returned to
Sandwich, preaching in that and the neighboring
towns. He travelled some time with Elder John
Colby, and was useful in several revivals. At length,
he removed to Lyndon, Vt., where in June, 1816,
he was ordained to the work of the ministry. He
labored assiduously and suecessfully for many years,
witnessing many conversions, till a few years before
his death, when the state of his health was such
that he was obliged to desist from preaching. He
was a father to young ministers and did mach for
their encouragement. He was at times exceeding
powerful in prayer.

Elder Samuer B. Pappex died at Fabius, N. Y.,
Sept. 30th, 1850, of dysentery, aged 41 years.

He was subsequently instrumental in the
conversion of many sinners in that new section of
country, and also in organizing and sustaining sev-
eral of the churches that now compose the Spring-
field Quarterly Meeting. He left a wife and twelve

children.

lder Asanern Nicuors died suddenly at Ames,
N.EY., January 8th, 1851, aged 33 years. He wl::,s
born in Chesterfield, Mass., was converted ]:p the
year 1840, and joined the F. B. church in his na-
tive town. In 1842, he taught the first two terms
of Geauga Seminary in Chester, Ohio, and during
this time was licensed to preach. He soon entered
on a course of theological studies at Oberlin—in the
fall of 1846, he graduated from the fI‘heu]n,r_rmal De-
partment, and soon after was ordained. He spent
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the following winter in New England, reaching
mostly to the church in Cornishville, Me. I;n March
1848, he went to Ames, where he was permitted to
see a good revival under his labors. His health be-
gan to decline about a year previous to his death,
though he continued to attend to his pastoral duties,
and to preach, till the Sabbath preceding his depart-
ure. On the Tuesday evening following his last
effort, he retired to rest feebler than usual, and the
next morning, was found in a state of unconscious-
ness, in which he remained till about noon, when
his spirit took its flight. He possessed an uncom-
monly acute and discriminating mind, and talents of
a high order, and was very logical and powerful in
argument. Thus, this young servant fell, as it
were, on the very walls of Zion, with his armor on.
He left a wife and an infant child.

Elder SyLvaxvs KerrLoee died in Jackson, Ia.,
Feb. 26, 1851, aged 49 years and five months. He
was born in C_‘unn., in 1801—went-to Richland Co.,
Ohio, where in early life, he gave his heart to God
—Joined the E. Methodists, and beeame an exhorter
among them. In 1837 he moved to Steuben, Ia.,
united with the-1st. F. W. Baptist church organized
in Northern Indiana, and commenced preaching the
gospel. He was ordained in 1840. He had to fore-
go all the inconvenience and hardships incident to
the settlement of a new country, and had a large
family to support by the labor of his hands ; but,
so far as his circumstances would permit, he
traced the winding paths of Northern Indiana, to
seek a'bride for his master. He preached with
much zeal. He buried his first wife three years be-
fore his decease, and sometime after married again.
His second wife is left to mourn, together with two
sons and four daughters, and numerous friends. He
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was sick but three days, when, as it is believed, he
left his sufferings here and went to his reward,
where sickness, sorrow, pain and death, are felt and

feared no more.

Elder Simox Cox died in Rockland, Me., Jan.
28, 1851, aged 51 years. He was hopefully con-
verted to God when about 19 years of age, and
united with the Methodist church, by whom he was
lieensed to preach. He continued with them about
fifieen years, after which he beeame a member of
our denomination, and was recognized as an elder.
His last sickness was pulmonary consumption,
which preyed upou his constitution for years. In
his sickness, be was sustained by his hope in God,
and comforted in the belief that he had preached the
truth as it is in Jesus, and endeavored to live the
gospel he preached to others.
