CORRESPONDING SECRETARY1S REPORT. 

In no part of our work is there needed a greater spirit of dis-
1 

cemment than in the department of H ome Missions. The Divine 
Hand must lead, the part of human wisdom is to follow. To at­
tempt to go where God has not opened the way is mere presump­
tion. To hesitate and falter, when he presents the opportunity 
and indicates the means to be used, is, to say the least, a mark of 
stupidity. \Vhen, however, many and great opportunities are Prov­
identially opened before us and the materials and men at our dis-. 
posal are so tew that but few of the open doors can be entered, 
that but few of the fields can be successfully cultivated, the trying 
questions to human judgement are, Which shall be entered, and 
which shall we pass by? H ow much may we undertake with the 
hope of success? Which of these fields will the people be most 

"ready to sustain with their contributions? And which has the 
prom is~ of the greatest future usefulness? These questions from 
this standpoint are continually being thrust upon this Society and 
its Executive officers have to consider and decide them according 
to the best light they can obtain. It is not for want of " Macedo­
nian cries, that greater work hac; not already been acc()mplished. 
These come to us from every quarter. A favorable response can 
not be given to them all for want of means and men. To distrib­
ute the means we have pro rata among all the applicants would be 1 
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to fritter them away without accomplishing any worthy object. It 
has seemed wise to the Board to select as many of the mosfbope­
ful anil promising fields as the means at hand will allow, and 
render them assistance until they become self-supporting and able 
to become helpers in carryiug forward the work elsewhere.

An attempt to answer the inquiry, Which is of the greatest im­
portance for the purposes of navigation, the vessel the water or 
the motive power, illustrates not inaptly the difficulty of deciding 
which of our three Benevolen~ Societies is the most important, and 
to '"vhich should we devote our energies and our prayers. Our 
missionary work in one field and in the other, and the furnishing 
men for these fields, constitute a trinity as inseparable as the one 
Jehovah, who is Father, Son and Spirit. To neglect either branch of 
this work is to invite failure in all. Would we see our churches at 
home prosper and increase in number, we must have the Spirit of 
our Lord which will prompt us to send the Gospel to the members 
of our family abroad. \Vould we work successfully abroad, we must 
have stronger churches and more of them at home. There can be no 
success at horne or abroad without men called of God and quali­
fied for the work. Nothing c:m so speedily cripple all our work as 
a diminished supply of men. And so the work this Education So_ 
ciety wants to do, and ought to be able to do, is to help furnish 
men called of God, endowed of the Spirit, cultivated in mind, 
ready to go East or 'Vest, North or South, on this or the other side 
of the world, as they are best fi~ted and providentially led. To do 

' this the Society is dependent upon the contributions from the 
churches. The amount of these contributions is a sure index to 
the candid, intelligent interest of our people in their own growth 
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and in the advancement of our Lord's kingdom. The amount 
available and used for the aid of those in preparation for the min­
istry cluring the last year has been Sx,68x. We had about one 
hundred in our schools, a part of whom received their small pit­
tance. Some were compelled to leave the Theological course up­
on which they had entered. We have about the same number in 
our various schools at present, including 51 in Theological depart 
ments. One of our Theological professors whose words are entitled 
to our consideratic;m, writes, cc We are to be straitened injuriously un­
less some plan be devised to raise more money. We have lost stu­
dents, and shall certainly lose more unless something more effi­
cient shall be done immediately." The contributions to this Soci­
ety are diminishing. The installment notes secured a few years 
since will soon be paid. The Society hac; pledged Ss,ooo to our In­
stitution at Lyndon, Vt. Under these circttmstances your secreta­
ry makes the following recommendations : 

1. That means be employed to secure a renewal of the instalL 
ment notes for the coming ten years as fast as the old are cancelled, 
and to increase this list of names as far as possible. 

2. That measures be taken for extending vigorously the card 
system. 

3· That such action as is necessary be taken to raise the $s,ooo 
pledged to the Lyndon Institute. 

Dear friends who pray for more men for India, for these grand I 
openings in the West, for our pastorless churches in the East, please 
remember that after God lays his hand upon a young man it often 
takes ten years for him to get ready. Now what is it our duty to 
do when God answers onr prayers and we have these boys struggling 
for an educ.1.tion? If we do nothing but pray we may as well stop 
that. May the Lord of the harvest find us ready to do our part 
toward equipping laborers for the whitening fields.
