EXPLANATION. 

In previous Register& the comput.'\llons have naturally been expressed In local 

tlme, this being practically the same for any phenomenon for places in the same 
latitude. 

The introducUon of the new timo system, however, demands a. change, so that a 

table of correction becomes necessary, as given below. 

The calendar ttunntltles are for the meridian and latitude of Boston, expressed 

In the present time sy.stem. For the other places, given In the table below, add to 

or subtract from the calendar times, as e::\.'"Pressecl in said table. 

aFor places not in table, find the correction from the place nearest In lon~ltucle 

to the one in question, and apply this. A still closer result would be obtalneu by 

finding two places tn the table, one a. little east and the other a little west, and es­

timatlng the correction between. 

Each person had better mark on the margin of bls Register the addition or sub­

traction lor bib O\vn locality, and apply this correction whenever be looks for the 

time of auy event. 

T he Eastern time belt ends, and the Central begins, near the western borders of 

New York and Pennsylvania. 

For places still using the old local time, no use ts to be mnde or this table, but 

16 minutes are invariably to be added to the Register Ume.

~ORRESPONDING SECRETARY'S REPORT. 

• 

The Foreian Mission work for the year has been characterized by 
earnestness i'nd vigor. · In the field and at home marked ·progress is 
indicated. From the nature of the work the progress must be slow, 
but several steps successfully taken present a brighter aspect than the 
beginning of ·the year indicated. The changes ~ave been· few. Mr. 
and Mrs. Griffin have been transferred from M1dnapore to Balasore, 
releasinu Mr. and Mrs. Coldren, who are opening up-a new station at 
Chandb~li, the new Orissa port. Mr. and Mrs. George arrived in t.he 
field just before Christmas, and, while studying the language at Mtd­
napore, they have rendered important aid, Mr .. George taking chargo;! of 
the mission press, and Mrs. George relieving Mtss Coombs of the super-
intendence of the Industrial school. . . . 

The health of the missionaries has been fair, and fewer interruptions 
have occurred than in some previous years. · . . . 

The annual conference. held for the first time at Bhimpore, was an 
occasion of more than ordinary interest throughout. ·Interest in' 1he 
work is deepening in the hearts of native Christi~n~. ·They have. ta~en 
kindly to the idea of self~support, and of prov,tdmg thems~ly~~ wt~h 
the rernlar means of O'race. and also of assummg responstbtht1es m 
relatio~ to pulpit and Sunday-school W_?rk~ . '!his ~n not. b~ done yet 
to a very large extent, but the change In sentiment 1s gratlfymg. The 
native Christians must regard this work as their own, before the largest 
success can be attained. · · · . · . . . . . 

At the beginning of the year, the conviction was. deep and ge!leral 
that the field must be more fully manned. • Accordmgly, th!! ~usm~ss 
of finding men has been earnestly J?USh~d. The Board, mtss~onanes 
in India and at home have entered mto tt. The result of th1s work 
is this: While no new men will go out this fall,, Dr .. Bacheler will 
return, and we have at the front several candidate~. some of .who~ 
will we confidently expect, go to the work the commg year. ·In this 
reg~rd, the ~ut1ook is more promising. than ~t. has ~ee~ for years. . • 

Our hard search for men. and the dtfficul ttes whtch we have. met m. 
this direction,. force 'the following conclusions :;_ · · · · 

1st. ·. \Ve must plan and w~rk .for men as well as pray for them; 
have men preparing and ready when the tfll. comes ... ·Let every pas· 
tor, every teache; in fitting schools and collegest hold the attention of 
young men to t~1s work. . . · 
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2d. The ministry must not forget that our work in·. India is a part 
of our denominational work, and every time one makes a change, or 
hears a call from India, he is as much under obligations to regard that 
call and consider the needs oflndia, as a call to any church at home, if 
he has the right qualifications, until age. poor health, or other circum­
stances make it out of the question. We must not expect any different 
call for India than for Ma.ssachusetts or .Michigan. 

3d. Let there be a deeper consecration on the part of the people. 
· Some say, ••I can not let my children go.~' This may be unjust to our 
friends as well as to the cause. Read John 14:15; Mark 16:15; Luke 
14 :26, 27. . • . 

\Ve are relying upon the availal>ility of pled~es tftat have been 
made for the support of trien. Our work has requued love and sacri­
fice in the past; it will require the same. in the future.' . It is God's 
work and nothing done for it cctn be lost.

, class render essential aid at Metrapore, Jellasore, Santipore, Babai-
gadia and Bhimpore. . . . 

Tlte Balasore Church. Mr. Coldren reports: "The year shows DO 
large improvement in the working of the church. A great loss is sus­
tained in the death of Solomon Nayak, . a most earnest and devoted 
worker. · The prayer-meeting not well attended; preaching service 
fairly attended. Kamal Nayak is chosen pastor. The Sabbath 
school has elected Miss Hattie Phillips superintendent, and is doing 
good work . . They use. the International Lessoris. The Metrapore. 
branch has been infused with new life since calling Abraham Das, a 
graduate of the first class of the Bible school. Covenant meeting and 
Sabbath school well attended.'' . : . 

The Jellasore· Chz~rch. · Mr. Coldren says: "It is doing the best of 
anY:in the Quarterly Meeting in way of self-support, and is second to· 
none in spiritualinterest. ·· The pastor, a graduate of the Bible school, 
is-doing a good work . . February 22d, six were baptized, . two of them 
Hindoos." · · ' · 

The Santipore Church. Mr. Coldren says: "Under the especial care 
of Mrs. Phillips, it is doing well. . Special meetings were of deep in­
terest-five backsliders and ten candidates taken on probation. Nel­
lie Phillips has charge of the Sabbath school and it is doing -well." 

Tlte Mid1eapore Clr.urclr.. pr. Phillips reports, through Babu Mishra, 
the pastor: "God has been gracious. The members have contributed 
of their means, and there has risen a commendable desire to become in­
dependent of mission aid. Several Christian families of other .ienomi·

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natioM have joined the chu~ch. There are several inquirers. The school 
has prospered. Miss Coombs and the Bible students have rendered 
valuable aid. n · . 

The Bhimpore Church. !\·fr. Burkholder says: ••Attendance com­
pares well with home churches. Di~cipline is attended to in . more 
Scriptural ways. This church helps to. support its pastor. . Eight 
added last year by baptism and · four by letter. The plan of 
putting natives into the Sabbath school offices works well . .. The 
school numbers t68, with an average of 92." . .

THE liUD}lAPORE BIBLE SCHOOL. 
(Taken from the abstract of the sixth Annual Report.] 

The year has been one of manifold mercies. T.he health of. the 
men has been good, and the interruptions less than .rn some previous 
years. Dr. Phillips was attacked with fever and ob~Iged to ~p~nd Au­
gust and September in Ceylon. The men worked m the miSSIOn field 
during his absence. 

The Bible school work should not devolve upon one man. At least 
two should be deputed to it, Fo that it need not stop operations be­
cause its single teacher is unable to work. 

For the first time the school has had its full number of cla.sse~­
five. Dr. Phillips's bungalow has been used for chapel and recitation 
room, but he prefers more men to a new building. The course of 
study heretofore indicated has been strictly adhered to. The Old 
and New Testaments have been used to a great extent as text books. 
Wives of the men, and other women, have been taught in the aft~r­
noon school. Miss Coombs has helped much here. The pundtts 
have done aood work. Lectures on alternate Tuesday eveni-ngs have 
been conti~ued. Once a month, on Tuesday evening preceding com­
munion, Dr. Phillips has lectured on the c~urch covenan~. The stu­
dents' literary society has been well sustamed. ~ere vital them.es 
connected with Christian life and work have been discussed. Special 
lectures have been ~iven by brethren fr<fm other places, this yea;. 
The Bible students have done evangelistic work while pursuing the1r 
studies. They have done Sunday-school and house-to-ho.use wo!k, 
bazar and village preaching. Good reports come from this outside 
work. 

Tlze .First Graduatbtg Class came out this year. It consisted of 
seven men, four taking the full course. 

Thanks returned to friends in America for special interest in this 
work. 

WOMAN'S WORK. 

This bas been earnest and thorough. There is no more important 
department of the mission than this. 

Balasure Girls' Sc/zool. ~1iss Ida Phillips says: "There have been 
few interruptions, no protracted illness or epidemic. ~or~ has.gone 
steadily forw .. rd, teachers improved, number of puptls 10 Hmdoo 
Girls' School increa<led. Thanks for dolls, pictures, etc. Much 
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interest is taken in Bible lessons. Government has granted Sroo for a 
new school building; S~o, received from home fund for the same pur­
pose, will, with it, build an ample schoolhouse. It will be finished 
ir. a month. Our normal class furnishes efficient teachers . :\Ir. 
Griffin takes charge of the orphan boys. A new Sunday-school class 
among Hindoo children has b~ en formed, and good results are ap­
pearing. The Christian Girls' School has prospered; four girls com­
pleted their course this month.'' 

Tlze Balasore Zenanas . Miss Hattie Phillips says: '·\Vith better 
appliances in some directions we have been able to do better work; 
there is a slight increase in the average number of pupils. Domestic 
cares with the pupils cause interrupt~ons; the poorer class seem most 
anxious for the Gospel. Growing interest in our work among our 
home churches cheers us." 

Mrs. Coldren says: "Most of my time this year, when not study­
ing the language, has been devoted to the industrial department of 
the Christian Girls' School. Sewing material sent us has been use­
ful. The English Sunday-school remains the same. Thanks for 
Sunday-schor 1 papers sent. The woman's prayer-meeting is better 
attended n11w. Two women have been secured to give Bible readings 
in the villages about the town. Over 700 different women have been 
thus instructed. The women are more degraded than the men. 
$25 would help us much in this special work.'' 

l Yellasore. Tlze Girls' OrphaJUllft!. Mrs Smith says: "Thanks 
to friends in United States, Canada and England for timely gifts. 
No removals from the orphanage this year; general health good. 
The girls are becoming mnre sel f-reliant. .:\1rs. l\Iartyn bas assisted in 
the Industrial school. Forty-se\·e .. m>. connected with it. The day 
school has increased in numJ:>ers sli ; htly, .<!efficiency, more. The other 
village schools are four in num ber, 1:1c.udi .. g a zenana school. This 
last is taught in the house of a Mohammedan; the three, exclusive of 
this, average about 20 each. Small sums are paid by some of the 
natives for them. The Bible women are doing an excellent work. 
We send out four. Two weekly prayer-meetm~s have been kPpt up 
in heathen villages. There is an increasing spirit of responsibility in 
the church and native community. The Sunday-school has increased 
considerably; this has come from tbe heathen villages. The Inter­
national Lessons are being used among the older classes." 

Smt!ipore. Miss N M. Phillips says: "This work includes the 
management of schools and industrial of the dispensary, and general 
oversight of the Christian community. There have been five schools 
besides the Christian viJlage school which ha,·e done more or Jess 
good. The Christian village school has received the most attention; 
it is much improved but needs means. Two Bible women are em­
ployed here. Mr. Coldren says the people of the church are making 
some pro&'ress in the line of gtving. Appropriations are needed here .. , 

Medicat fVr-rk. It has not been so extensive here as in Dantoon, 
on account of inconvenient distances. No regular dispensary hours 
can be held ; no opportunity is given for the work of a Bible reader 
at the dispensary. Another missionary is needed here." 

• 
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JJ1idnaporc. Tlze Zenanas. Mfs. Griffin says: • •Two more wom­
en em_Pl~yed to teach th~n at the beginning of the year. Number 
of pup~ls m upper classes mcreased; books mostly of primary grade. 
:Vork JS taught to those requesting it. Christian instruction is given 
m all the houses; a few houses closed to us because Christ is taught. 
Teachers with one exception ha•e been faHhful · they have expressed 
extraordinary interest in the work. A zenana 'library 'of over 300 
volumes has been furnished by English friends in Midnapore and by 
3: few n~tive ge~tlemen. The bo?ks were carefully selected. Eng­
lish lad1es of M1dnapore have assisted in zenana work. Rev. G. H . 
Rouse of Calcutta sent books. Two Bible women going from house 
to. house have done good work. Through help from Vennont and 
Mmnesota, two women are working in Dainruari and two at Babai­
gadia. Palasbani has the same need." 

The Englis!t Girls' Sclwol. An English high school for o-irls was 
started in Midnapore last August, with :1\liss Smith as~ Encrlish 
teac~er. A pundit teaches Bengali. A third teacher is necessary." 

M1ss Coombs adds: "The average number taught durin~ the year 
has been 144 ; whole number, nearly 200; 14 teachers and 6 Bible 
~omen. Those supporting teachers are requested to write them, as 
1t encourages them.'' 

Tlze l11dustrial School. :Miss Coombs says: • 'There have been en­
~ouragements and disappointments in it during the yeaT. Changes 
~n teachers have retarded progress." Miss Coombs's .ill ness caused the 
mterest to flag. l\lrs. George has been able to secure renewed inter­
est. 'A live Christian young man is head pundit and doing well. 
Rope-making and sewing have gone on; Jack of funds forbids com­
pletion of ~e schoo~ building. Mrs. George adds: "l was glad to 
do sometlung t~ relieve others of some of their burdens. A change in 
the school pund1t has worked well. The children seem apt and de­
sirous of learning." 

The Ragged Schools. .Miss Millar says: "Few interruptions have 
come: The work has been deeply interesting; many of the pupils 
have 1mpn~ved markedly; the pupils are deeply interested in learning 
and repeatmg passages of Scripture. We have nine schools outside 
of Midnapore city. The Sabbath schools are well attended. Once 
a month the Bible school students vi!it the Palasbani schools. All 
the city Sabbath schools are conducted by Bible school students. 
~:h-er fiv!! h':ndred c~l~ren, mostly girls. receive secular and religious 
mstructwn m the m1sswn schools of Midnapore., 

. Bh;·mpore .. Mr~. Burkholder says : "Two women formerly of the 
G1.rls Home m ~1dnapore have been employed as Bible readers ; a 
thrrd has taught rn the homes; a fourth has charge of the industrial 
department of the girls' school. Monday afternoon prayer-meetings 
at the homes .of heathen neighbors are kept up. God has shown his 
~onder-wor:k~ng power in some special conversions. Thirty-four 
girls and thn:ty-seven small boys have attended the school this year. 
The harvest IS truly great. We need more laborers here. Two Bible 
readers have done good work with the people of a small church forty 
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miles southwest of us. Thanks for generous gifts for the Industrial 
department., 

MEDICAL WORK. 

The llficjnapore Dispmsary. Dr. Phillips says: "The "\YOrk bas 
been contwued, but I have had so little time for it that many patients 
have been sent to other practitioners We should aim to make this 
m~dical deJ?artment more distinctly missionary. Dr. Bacheler can do 
th1s upon his return. He is greatly missed. :vfedical duty in camp 
has been limited to one tour to the north. At Garbeta our camp 
was daily visited by the sick and their friends. Some of them re­
ceived gladly our message of Christ." 

ENGLISH WORK. 

llfid~zapore. Dr. Phillips says: "English work has been carried 
on dunng th~ !D.onths of Bible school session without interruption. 
Two hours v1s1tmg from house to house on Sabbath morning has 
been my privilege; have left a copy of the Bible in many homes. The 
demand for sacred literature has increased; it never was so great as 
now. Addresses and lectures have been well attended. We need a 
commodious building for this purpose. Mr. George and others have 
rendered valuable assistance in this work. The temperance move­
ment has cheering aspects. Have tried to hold a public meeting once 
a month and lecture in English and Bengali upon temperance. Sab­
bath evening services more encouraging than ever before. Prayers 
are implored in behalf of English speakipg natives." 

Balasm·e. Mr. Coldren says: ·'The work during the year has 
been. for the most p~rt Sabbath e.vening Bible readings and Friday 
evemng prayer-meetmgs. A senes of lessons on the life and work of 
Christ have proved interesting." 

THE l\ilSSION WORK. 

Mr. Griffin says: "A missionary agent is needed for this worK. ' I 
am not sure but the time has come for the publication of a monthly 
religious paper in the interest of our cause in India. ' Two editions 
of English reading books written by Mrs. Griffin were published this 
year. The press bas been more than self-sustaining by job work. In 
addition it has J!Ublished 2,ooo first books (vernacular), 2,ooo 'Pre­
cepts and Prom1ses' (vernacular tracts), soo Annual Reports. ,, 

Mr. George adds : "1 took the mission press the last of January, 
and shall endeavor to make it as helpful to om work as possible . 
Just now 1 must rely much upon the native helpers." 

PREACHING TO THE HEATHEN. 

Balasore District Work. Mr. Coldren reports: "The postpone­
ment of our Yearly Mee~it;tg delayed our country work, and a less 
number of places was v1s1ted than usual. We are able to visit some 
of these places not oftener than once in two years. Chandbali is the 
most hopeful of our Orissa field ; the natives are anxious for us to 
begin mission · work there. We hope to have means to get 
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firmly established there. \Ve found manifest interest at .Matura, 
Theilda, Sara, Sanka, Peil and Dolsai. At Eachapore, a professed 
convert. At Bhudruch administered communion to fifteen; a man 
and his wife go there to work. At Canpore we formed a large girls' 
school supported by a native gentleman. Agrt~pada, Kupare, Parne­
cbetra and Tudegardia heartily welcomed us. On our way we dis­
posed of our 2,ooo books and tracts. At Soro about the same mterest 
as last year. Bhagurdia, Bedua and Kantapara were also visited. 
At Nilgiri the Raja, formerly hating missionaries, showed us kindness. 
May God help each reader to ask, "Have I any part in this good 
work." 

J.fidnapore Bazar T-Vork. Dr. Phillips writes: "The native pastor 
has planned for this work, and sent out the Bible school students, 
two and two, to preach in bazars and villages. The bazar audiences 
have been good, but as yet no fruit appears from the seed sown." 

liiidnapore District Work. ~Ir. Burkholder says: "The church at 
Gadalata is doing fairly well. The house to house prayer-meetin~s 
maintain a good spirit \Vhile visiting there, we held meetings m 
the markets and villages. Two sisters of the church go from house to 
house with the Gospel, and do good. Thanks to friends at home, 
especially of the \Voman·s Society, for help." 

Dr. Phillips says: "A three weeks' trip to the north was of excep­
tional interest and pleasure. Garbeta, thirty miles north of Midna­
pore, should have a missionary without delay. The population of 
the place is 2,585; the police precinct, r38,454· We found tokens of 
cheer here. Delivered two lectures here. The educated Hindus 
begged for a missionary. l\Iiss Millar and Miss Coombs accompanied 
and worked for the women and children. Rich and poor received 
them gratefully. Services in the bazars, houses and open air were 
held for the common people. The audiences were large and atten­
tive. Our Brahmin convert in the Bible school helped. Christian 
hymns sung by the ladies and Santal students aided us. Many places 
are waiting for the light. Pray ye therefore the Lord of the harvest 
that He send forth laborers into his harvest. We would pray and 
praise too could we hear several men at home say cheerfully and 
promptly, ' Here am I; send me.',,

CORRESPONDING SECRETARY'S REPORT. 

It becomes us to be very grateful to the Master for the co.ntinued 
favor which he has shown us in our endeavors to serve lum as a 
Society, and to express our gratitude with emphasis as we appro~ch 
the hour when the duties and responsibilities of another year's servtce 
must be assumed. The Society has this year felt the embarrassment 
which hard times imposes. While its receipts have not been equal 
to the expectations of the B~ard at the commencement of t~e year, 
it has nevertheless secured Important results, many of whtch we 
believe to be of a permanent character. 

VI EW OF THF. WORK ACCOllPLISDED. 

Three years ago at Great F?-lis, N. H., ~he Soci~ty at ~ts annual 
meeting proposed to try to raise Sro,ooo tf the fnends tn Boston 
would raise SJ ;,ooo, to purchase the church property at the corne~ of 
Shawmut Avenue and Rutland Street, Boston. The most sangume 
trembled as they lifted their prayer to God for the success of the en-

1 terprise. But God's hand was in the m?vement. The .brethren who I 
owned the church wanted us to have It and were patient under our 
delays. Step by step the way opened and in following what see'!'ed 
to us to be the divine leadings, we have this year seen $24,000 ratsed 
and the other thousand pledged, and another subscription of 5 ,ooo 
obtained from responsible parries towards the payment of the debt. 
The actual indebtedness of the Boston society on their church property 
being at the present $Io,ooo. The property is now held in fee 
by the church subject to certain limitations by this S~ciety. The re­
moval of the Printing Establishment to Boston has gtven the church 
an increase of strength in many way• and we may now look for a 
steady onward march toward permanent prosperity for that interest. 

The' work has been pushed forward in the Iowa and Minn . Y. 
Meetings with commendable zeal and with hopeful results. If we 
could pour thousands instead of hund.re~s of d.ollars into those .Sta~es, 
it would cheer our noble and self-sacnfictng t01lers there and gtvl.! Im-
mediate success and permanency to many ?f their un_dert~kings. . 

The following extract from the Executtve Committees report will 
show something of the work accomplished in the Nebraska Y. M.: 

" Tn order fully to comprehend what great things Go~ hath done 
for us, it is necessary to bear in mind that the Yearly Mee!tng was or­
ganized less than two years ago, with two Quarterly Meetmgs of two 
small churches each, and an aggregate of 93 members, and one house 
of worship worth perhaps Sr,ooo. Now we have seven Quarterly 
Meetings, 23 churches, nearly soo members and seven houses of wor­
ship worth at least nine thousand dollars. This is a w.,nderful 
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growth-such, it is not too much to say, as has never before been se­
cured by our denomination in any new ~tate in so short a time, and 
wi th so little outside aid.'' 

Rev. J . S. Manning has spent six months among the churches in 
the Cairo mission, rendering important services to the people who 
have so long trusted in his wisdom and ability to guide them. 

The cheering words which your secretary was directed to s~eak. to 
the brethren in Florida, thou~h unable to report to them financ1al a1d, 
have nl)t been without thetr results. Tbree churches have been 
formed which have or.nnized into a Quarterly .Meetiug Beside these, 
a lot has been purchased in St. A.ugustine for the building of a Free 
Baptist church edifice and a church is about to be organized there. 
T his with another interest not far distant will form the nucleus of 
another Quarterly Meeting. We may hear next year of the Florida 
Yearly Meeting. t '"" ~ 

Rev. N.C. Brackett, PH. D., reports fmm the Valley 
that this year-the twentieth year of his service there-has been one 
of less trials and more triumphs than the avt:rage. The number of 
pupils in the college has been equal to any preYious year, and has ex­
ceeded all but one year. Two hundred and thirty· one students have 
been in attendance. There has been a decided improvement in the 
generaJ tone, and a laudable ambition manifested by the students. 
The religious interest has been good. A revh·al commenced about 
Christmas and was greatly strengthened by the labors of Bro. Morrill, 
in January. About forty were added to the Lord·s army. The 
churches generally have been fairly prosperous. .At Love~lsville, seve,!l 
mile~ from Harper's Ferry, a met ting-house has been bmlt and dedt­
cated. Our little band at Baltimore is bravely holding on, under Bro. 
J. C. Xewman. and is determined to have a place of worship. The 
Hagerstown church is also struggling hard for life and a home. A 
few hundred dollars at this time is ver) greatly needed to help some new 
interestd that are struggling into life. At no period have we seen 
more to do, or grtater encouragement to labor, than at the present 
time. 

The work in the Kanawha Va!ley, \V. Va , has been somewhat 
retarded by the illness of the Rev. John E. Cox, who has her~t~fore 
so nobly and heroically toiled to plant churches there, and admtmst~r 
to their wants. Aletter from him as we write assures us that he IS 
convalescing, and hopes soon to buckle on the armor a~in. . 

Besides these general interests, churches have been aided from th1s 
Society's treasury, in Maine, New Hampshire, Vermont, Massachu­
setts Rhode Island, Ohio, Province of Quebec and Dakota. 

That uni<tn of effort throughout the denomination, which is the 
harbinger of strength in the Home :\lission cause, as well as in every 
other cause to which we are attached, has not been fu1ly secured. 
While the needy in m()st every location feel that the Parent Society is 
the proper or~anization to apply to for ai~, in many cases they. send 
their home m1ssion funds to other treasunes, and then feel aggneved 
and nealected because their requests are not granted. It is not the 
busioe~ of this Society to coin money to carry forward its work. Its 
business is rather to receive from the hands of the bene\·olent, funds j

which they are disposed to give for the prosecution of the work, and 
to disburse them as wisely as possible in the various fields. 

There must be receipts or there can be no disbursements. The 
Board vote appropriations in view of what they reasonably expect the 
contributions for the cause will warrant, for the year. If they miscal­
culate and tht contributions fall short, then the appropriations can not 
be paid in full until such time as the contributions shall be sufficient. 
The Board will not heedlessly make appropriations when there is no 
hope of paying them. When an appropriation is made, and the con­
ditions on which it is made are met, it stands as a debt against the 
Society until it is paid. This answers a question which has been many 
times asked, and declares the policy of the Society, even though it may 
be necessary, in order to carry it out, to ~ease altogether for a season 
from makin~ new appropriations. 

Contributions have been received from a number of the churches for 
the Church Extension fund, amounting in all to $299.76. 

May the Master of the vineyard give this Society wisdom to devise 
plans and raise means for doing a more extensive work in his name.
