EXPLANATION,

In previous Registers the computations have naturally been expressed in local time, this
being Ernmtir:.u[l  the same for any phenomenon for places in the same latitude,

The introduction of the new time system, however, demands a change, so that a table of
correction becomes necessary, as given below,

The calendur quantities are, for the meridian and latitude of Boston, expressed inthe

resent thine syﬁt!em. For the other places, given in the table below, add to or subtract

rom the calendar thmes, as expressed in said table,

For places not in table, find the correction from the place nearest in longltude to the one
in question, and nplrlf this. A still closer result would be obtained by finding two places
in the table, one a little east and the other a little west, and estimating the correction be-
tween.,

Each person had better mark on the margin of his Register the addition or subtraction
for his own locality, and apply this correction whenever he looks for the time of any
event.

The Eastern time belt ends, and the Central begins, near the western borders of New
York and Pennsylvania.

For places still ugsing the old loeal time, no use is to be made of this table, but 16 minutes
are invariably to be ed to the Register time.

Report of the Foreign Mission Society.

CORRESPONDING SECRETARY'S REPORT.

Work in the field has gone on pleasantly and profitably. The
workers are much encouraged by the re-enforcements sent oul
last year; already the new missionaries are efficient in many
directions. Dr. H. M. Bacheler and wife are studying the lan-
guage in Midnapore, preparatory to work in Bengal. Rev. A: B.
Boyer and wife, from New Brunswick, are at Balasore, preparing
for work in the Oriya language.

Miss Hooper, also from New Brunswick, iz at Balasore; and
Miss Butts, sent by the Woman's Board, is at Midnapore, prepar-
ing for educational work. The new work at Chandbali, under
the jl:{iicinlts and heroic direction of Mr. Coldren, has progressed,
although delayed somewhat by lack of funds.

The India report shows a small decrease in the number of Sab-
bath school scholars, some increase in the number of communi-
cants, also in native contributioas, and in the native Christian
community.

Without an exception, the missionaries have shown constant
faith in God and love for their duties. They have proseculed
their work with much zeal and devotion. Each year the native
Christians make more or less advancement. The past year has
been a good one for them. '

Each year reveals new possibilities and needs to the minds of
the workers at home; and your secretary would respectfully em-
phasize the fact that our greatest need, at the present time, is
money. Two years ago, we pleaded for men. Our prayer was
heard.—the men came forward. Some of them are already in the
field, but the field is far from being adequately manned now.
When the force is increased, there must be a corresponding in-
crease in means for sapport. About fifty students in Bates and
Hillsdale colleges have expressed their willingness to become
rhissionaries. One is all ready to go; others will be ready
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next anfumn. But we are sending none this year, simply be-
cause we have not the funds: our remittances for the support

of the work already on our hands have been short throughout the.

year.

The question whether or not we can send those ready to go, or
support those already in the field, depends not upon the Foreign
Mission Board, but upon the people who are stewards of God's
gold and silver. I would that this fact might come to every per-
son in our churches as it has come to some. [ think that our
funds could be doubled. T would not have all who give to give
as much again, but I would have all give as God hath prospered
them.

Why not adopt the plan of systematic giving 1 EVERY cHURCH ?
Systematic giving is educational; it is intelligent giving. It
gives the Board some basis of expectation as to the amount of
money which will come into the treasury, and permits plans in
accordance.

EvERrY cuurcH should adopt this plan, for every church should
share in the blessing of evangelistic service. There are no ex-
ceptions made in the command of Christ, ¢ Go ye, therefore, and
teach all nations.” If we individually do our part to evangelize,
God will take care of the result; if we neglect or refuse to do
this, the responsibility rests with us. T would ask that every pas-
tor keep the subject of our Foreign Mission work before his
people during the coming year, that we recognize the missionary
concert for prayer ¢n all our churches; that we decide now to do
more in this cause during the present year than in any previous
year.

We thank God for the willing hearts and hands of the past, for
his abundant blessings on our work, and especially for the ampler
opportunities now before us. Let us go up and possess the land.

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ABSTRACT OF THE INDIA REPORT.

THE CHURCHES.

Balasore and Chandbali present the most encouraging news.
Bengal has many foes to Christianity. Mission work here'is slow,
but sure.

BALAsORE CHURCH.—MTr. Griffin reports : A good interest through-
out the year. During the latter part of November a series of pro-
tracted meetings were begun, lasting many days. God's Spirit was
manifest in power, and many received Christ. The church has
been independent of funds from America for more than a year.
Miss Hattie Phillips is superintendent of the Sabbath school.
Saturday-morning teachers’ meetings are most helpful.

The Metrapore Branch of this church is now without a settled
pastor. Cold-season work was begun here, with special meetings
at Metrapore. A general revival was experienced ; one was bap-
tized, and two added to the church.

JELLASORE CHURCH.—Mr. Griffin reports: This church
is experiencing ftrials, and seeing dark days. The removal of the
Girls’ Orphanage has greatly weakened the church, and death has
not been idle. One strong worker in the church recently died.
As a result of a few days’ meetings, assisted by Mr. Coldren, four
have been baptized, and more will follow. Abraham Das is
pastor.

SANTIPORE CHURCH.—Mr. Griffin reports: Assisted by Mr. Col-
dren, I held a series of meetings here, and a number followed
Christ. Miss N. M. Phillips and her mother have had direct over-
sight of the church for the past three years.

CraxpBALL—Mr. Coldren writes: The good work has steadily
increased here during the year. A church will be organized at
the next covenant meeting. The Holy Spirit is opening up the
way for us. Prayer-meetings are well attended, also the Sabbath
services. Some are coming to Christ. We are all very hopeful
for the coming year.

At Bhadrak there are eighteen nominal Christians and ten com-
municants,

MipNxarore Caurca.—Dr. Bacheler forwards the report of
Jacob Mishra, the pastor: The regulgr services have gone on en-
couragingly. Members of the church have advanced in their
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work, and in charity towards one another. One hundred and fifty
gather at the preaching services. The church numbers eighty.

Pavrassant CanurcH.—Has been reduced by death and removals;
the membership is reduced to six.

BaBa1GapiA CHurcH.—Mr. George reports: This church is the
center of a thickly settled neighborhood. A few weeksofcamping
and preaching is the most effective work here. Prayer-meetings
and Sabbath school are regularly kept up.

Damnyart CavrcH.—Mr. George reports: Previously this was |

called the Dantoon church. Several have expressed a desire to
become Christians, but have not yet been baptized.

Binmvrore CaurcH.—Mr. Burkholder reports: While church
work among the Santals has not progressed as we could have de-
gired, nevertheless it has some encouraging feafures; a few have
been added. The people are doing well in gifts to the Lord ; some
give a tenth. In giving, we find some noble examples. We
thank those at home who have helped us by their substance and
their prayers. The Sabbath school is held every Sabbath after-
noon, and is regularly attended; the attendance has averaged
some over one hundred. Bible pictures, from the Providence
Lithograph Co., are a great attraction. A lesson leaf, containing
a few historical facts of the lesson, prepared by Mrs. Burkholder,
is very helpful. Pray for our Sabbath school.

GAaparnATA CHURCH.—Mr. Burkholder says: Visiting this little
interest during the cold season, we found all going on nicely ; the
regular services have been kept up. Four of the sisters have en-
gaged in village work. One case of discipline,—they have done
gomething in giving.

SCHOOLS.

The different societies have done much for India in the work of
eduncation.

BaLasore Boys' Scmoor.—Mr. Griffin reports: The year has
been successful; changes at the beginning have been advanta-
geous. From mnety-three, last year, we have reached one hundred
and four. The English class is progressing finely ; religious instrue-
tion is an important feature. The industrial department is in
good working order; a first class tailor and carpenter give
instruction. One drawback is that all the work "has to be
done on our veranda; some funds, but not enough, are on
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hand to build a shep. Next to saving men’'s souls is raising
them socially. Gifts of friends are acknowledged.

BALAsorReE Boys' OrRPHANAGE.—Mr. Griffin reports: We are
able to report some progress. Our industrial work is in its in-
fancy, and we expect it to grow. Six boys were converted and
baptized during the year.

BALASORE GIRLS’ ScHOOL.—Miss Ida Phillips reports: No im-
portant changes. The work has gone on with no break.

New Work.—Six months ago a new school was opened five
miles from town. A leading man of the place, a Brahman, re-
quested the school, and furnished a small house for present use,
and now has a kiln of bricks burned to build a new house.
The school numbers thirty pupils, with an average attendance of
twenty-five. A new Sabbath school was opened last year in the
school for low caste children. The children, and some of the
mothers, have a real interest in Bible teaching. One new school-
house has been built,—chiefly with funds contributed by ladies of
the church at Grand Ledge, Mich. The number of pupils has
increased.

Progress.—An upper primary class has been opened in the larg-
est school. The Sabbath school continues to be the most interest-
ing part of the work. The children want to learn to pray. They
have an interest in Christ and his work. Work among Christian
children has been particularly interesting. Nineteen of the Sab-
bath school have been baptized. The children interest themselves
in mission work.

Finance.—Sixty rupees have been granted to the new school
from the District Primary Fund, and seventy rupees from the
same fund for general use in all the schools.

CrANDBALI ScHOOL.—Mr. Coldren reports: The work has been

steadily and faithfully carried on. Sickness has made attendance

irregular. Farmers' children were needed at home at certain sea-
sons of the year. A manager of a large estate opposes the mis-
sion school, but the school has been doing good work. A Telegn
department has been added.

SANTIPORE ScHOOLS.—Miss Nellie Phillips reports: Beside the
Christian village school we have five outside schools, instead of
three, as last year. Hiram Curtis teaches the sewing. Religious
teaching is carried on as usual. The Riabonia is the most prom-
ising of outside schools. A comfortable little school-house has
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just been erected., Prejudice against low caste children has sub-
sided. The Union School should change its location. The Sbeala
Pasa school for Ilindu and Santal boys will be closed during the
farming scason.. The Ganda Basa school for Santals is small, but
does gnﬂd work. The West Falmouth school has a good number of
scholars. A normal class has beenconducted through six munths
of the year. .One teacher has passed her first exammatmn, and
two their second. -

Brmpore TRAINING ScmooL.—Mr. Burkholder writes : Tt has
kept up to the mark the past year. The health of all has been
good. The course of study prescribed by Government for the mid-
dle class higher schools has -been adhered to. Religious work
among the boys has been encouraging. In both departments we
had one hundred and fifty-seven pupils. :

The teachers have
been diligent. Parts of the New Testament, the Gospels, the
Lord's prayer, and the ten commandments have been taught. We
need more Christian teachers. In all the schools there were, on
the 31st of March, one thousand five hundred and ninety-four
| pupils. The studies prescribed for the lower class Government
schools, such as reading, writing, arithmetic, grammar, geogra-
phy, and general account-keeping, are taught; where practica-
ble the advanced pupils have attended Government examinations.

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conquered the habit. A normal class is under the care of a competent
teacher.

Teachers’ meetings are held ; the size of
the school has increased; children’s meetings are held on Satur-
day. We have faith in the success of this work. Funds to meet
the necessities of the work during the year have been received.

BIBLE WOMEN AND LIBRARY.

Mrs. Griffin reports: Our numbers have been double those of
last year, and God has been with us. The seekers’ class has met
once a week. ‘It now numbers thirteen. Many that were in it
have been baptized.

Two Bible women and two women employed as librarians have
done regular work during the year. A few instances of opposi-
tion, and times and places of encouragement. The Bible women
are very zealous. The women are acquiring habits of reading.
Besides books taken by Hindu women and children, books have
been taken by Hindu and Mohammedan men, and by boys. Also
by our Christian people. Miss Dessa, who came as a teacher
for our English school, now has charge of this work. We expect
much good from her labors. She has the sewing department of
the industrial work, helps in the care of the orphan boys, has
charge of the English Sabbath school, and teaches in the Oriya
Sabbath school. The English Sabbath school has been continued
with good interest. One of the Bible women has been supported
by the W. M. S. of Summerhill, N. Y., and one of the librarians
by the Buflalo, N. Y., Sabbath school.

TaE GIRLS' ORPHANAGE.—Mrs. Smith writes: Since July last |

the children have been rapidly recovering from the effects of ma-
larious fever and diseases resulting from it. In April, the good
old matron died of this disease; one girl also died. Measles
broke out in the school in May, but finally all recovered. Since
that there has been a steady improvement in health.

~ The children attend school about one-half amile distant. Relig-
jous interest among them is good; four have been baptized re-
cently. One girl was married in December to a worthy young
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man; one returned home. Several have been added to the
orphanage.

ScuaooLs.—The Upper Primary Mission Girls’ school in Balasore
was made over to me at the beginning of the year, and the Girls’
Orphanage added to it. The head teacher from the Jellasore
school was put in charge and a middle vernacular class formed.
The attendance good, the progress satisfactory. Only Christian
teachers are employed. There is an industrial department in
connection with this school. Mrs. Boyer aids in teaching the
children.

JELLASORE MissioN ScnooL.—This is in my charge, as well as
all the woman’s work for that station. The school is now a boys
school for Christian and Hindu children. There is a separate de-
partment for girls. The boys' school numbers between sixty and
seventy ; several of them study English. Three teachers are em-
ployed. There are five girls' schools in and around Jellasore,
aggregating ninety pupils. Plain needle work and Christian in-
struction is imparted in all. There is commendable progress.

Bible Work.—The work of the six Bible women has gone on
with increasing interest. Encouraging accounts are received
from the workers. The children in the Orphanage give anxiety,
but we are encouraged.

BHADRAK AND CHANDBALL. — Mrs. Coldren reports: Bible
Women.—In May a Bible woman began work in Bhadrak. Funds
were raised for a small library. The women in the village were
glad to hear the Gospel message. The women in all the villages
were anxious to learn. Two Bible women have been at work in
Chandbali since June. The women were not ready to hear at
first, but now have become interested. They teach about one
hundred women per month. '

THE BHADRAK GIRLS' SCHOOL.—Begun a year ago ; has progpered
well. From seventeen pupils the first week the number has in-
creased to thirty. After spring vacation two teachers were em-
ployed. In November the school numbered forty. The advance-
ment by the first and second classes was very satisfying. At
present, the school numbers forty-six.

A Sabbath school has been established, and most of the day
pupils attend it. All have learned the ten commandments, the
Lord’s prayer, and most of the catechism. Since the first of May,
the school has received a grant from Government of six
rupees per month. A donation of fourteen rupees was received
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from the people of the place for Christmas presents. The school
is doing much good. A girls’ school has just been started.

SANTIPORE.—Miss N. M. Phillips writes: Our Bible women con-
tinue their work ; some turn away from them, some hear gladly.
'The Sabbath school progresses as usual. Six of the children
were baptized in December. A class for Bible reading has been
formed. Mother finds plenty to keep her very busy. Visiting
Garbheta and other places north of Midnapore in February with
Miss Coombs, 1 found many earnest, hungry listeners, and re-
gretted to return so early to our stations.

MIDNAPORE ZENANAS.—Miss Coombs reports: Work has gone
on much as usual, several of the teachers, having finished their stud-
jes in the Bible school, have given their whole time to the work.
This work takes us into all grades of society. Much eagerness is
manifested for the truth, both by high and low caste women.
One after another finds the comforts of the Gospel. The work of
the Bible women has gone on quite satisfactorily ; their reports
are encouraging. The work has been closed at Palasbani, the
pastor and family having moved into Midnapore.

The Girls English School deserves special mention. It has in-
creased steadily in spite of adverse circumstances. It is prosper-
ing, with ten Hindu girls instead of three, as reported last year.
They learn the Bible both in English and Bengali ; also hymuns. We
receive a monthly grant-in-aid from the Government, and this,
with the regular income of the school and a donation of twenty-
eight rupees from West Bowdoin, Me., and vicinity, enabled us
to close the year free of debt.

BriMPORE.—Mrs. Burkholder reports: We are able to report
a larger number of workers this year. Six women go out as Bible
readers and four others are engaged in the same work at one of
our churches west of us. Thirty-four villages within a radius of
three miles are divided into five divisions, and visited in ro-
tation by the three sets of women. They are Kindly received.
Many of the children have been added to our school through this
work. A Bible class is held five days of the week for teachers
as well as for other Christian women. A sewing society is kept
up; a portion monthly of earnings is laid aside. A bank has
been started on a small scale and is quite generally patronized.
Work among the children has increased. We now have a few
more than one hundred pupils. The Sabbath school children’s
meeting has grown into three classes, Quite a number have been
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gathered into the church. We rejoice to see the boys and girls
for whom we have worked prepare for active Christian work. A
collection is taken at Communion service, to which even the little
ones bring their offering.

MEDICAL WORK.

MipNAPORE DisPENSARY.—Dr. Bacheler reports: The number
of applicants have been about three thousand, largely from agri-
cultural districts and the poor in our immediate vicinity. Minor
sm"gical operations have been frequent. Mr. Burkholder has been
doing good work at Bhimpore. This is an important adjunct to
our general work.

SANTIPORE.—Miss N. M. Phillips writes: Medical work has
been kept up ; number of patients not large. The work becomes
more interesting with every year. It requires great care and

mgch time for study, so as to reach the patient for physical and
moral disease.

ENGLISH WORK.

MipNAPORE.—Mr. George reports: The English preaching on
Sunday has been continued with some breaks. Dr. H. M. Bach-
eler preaches on alternate Sabbaths. The most fruitful part of the
work is furnishing English reading to the babus. We have printed
two thousand copies of Dr. Warren's (of Boston University)
lecture on *¢ Search for the Perfect Religion;” it is helpful. At
Garbheta, Chanderkuna, Ghatal, and Contai I gave lectures and
sermons in English. English speaking babus come to hear us,
and are interested.

: BALASORE.—MTr. Griffin reports: A visit to the hills to save the
life of our injured Frankie interfered with our English work, and
when we returned the rains were upon us. Now, Bro. Boyer and
I alternate, one preaching each Sabbath. Native Christians, a few
Hindu babus, besides missionaries and a few English people at-
tended.

CHANDBALL—Mr. Coldren writes: I have held service in Eng-
lish every Sabbath at my residence. We are usually encouraged
by the presence of all the Europeans. A continued increase in

 spiritual interest. The people have shown their interest by pur-

chasing an organ costing $60.
THE MISSION PRESS.

Mr. George reports: The financial condition of the press con-
tinues prosperous. The annual profit is about five hundred
rupees. The publication of two thousand copies ef an English

tract for free distribution is included among other mission work.
| We publish one thousand copies of our Annual Report every year.

EVANGELISTIC WORK.

BALASORE.—Mr. Griffin reports: This is a very inspiring work.
During the days of the special meetings in Balasore, Metrapore,
Santipore, and Jellasore we'made special efforts among the
heathen of the surrounding villages. This year I worked in new
fields, and found many anxious listeners. A good boat would
help us in our work here.

CuHANDBALL—MTr. Coldren says: The Telegus manifest much
interest ; twenty-five or thirty come to the Oriya service every
Sabbath. The Lord has sent us a man who formerly worked
among the Telegus of Madras to help us. Two men and their
wives are all ready for baptism : others are seeking the way. Our
head teacher in the school is under conviction. A contractor in
Government work is troubled about his soul. One hopeful feat-
ure of the work is that the workers have faith that God is begin-
ning & great work, and they are led to special consecration. The
markets and villages present but little opposition. The field
seems very encouraging. I believe that I am just where the
Lord wants me to be.

MiDNAPORE.—Mr. George reports: This work seems more truly
mission work than anything else we are called upon to report. In
the towns and villages the people listen with eagerness. My trip
into the country last cold season revealed great opportunities for
work at Garbeta, Chandrakuna, Kola, and Ghatal.

Bumpore.—Mr. Burkholder says: Cold season work is always
refreshing and encouraging. We visited the jungle schools and
had their yearly examination. After each day’s work the people
gathered eagerly about our tent to hear preaching or Gospel
songs. India seems almost, if not altogether, ready for a great in-
gathering of souls. We are eager for the conversion of these

souls.
MIDNAPORE BAZAR PREACHING.

Dr. Bacheler reports: Never before in the experience of years
has the spirit of controversy been so stirred, and so persistent ;
nothing but sound argument is allowed to go unchallenged.
Mohammedan, Hindu, and Brahma preachers occupy our stand
from time to time. We listen quietly and they soon retire. Our
evangelistic work may be divided into four classes:

First.—During the session of the Bible school three parties
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occupy stands daily in prominent parts of the fown. A mission-
ary accompanies the native preachers. The cornet has been a
great attraction this season.

Second.—Within a mile and a half there are five Santal villages,
and four or five points where Santals congregate. The Santal
students make two parties to sing, read, and talk to them.

Third.—House to house visiting constitutes the morning work
of the preachers.

Fouwrth.—Two superannuated preachers occupy a stand in the
highway in front of the chapel. Six hours a day they sit there
and sell tracts and gospels. As the people pass they invite them
to rest and talk. We can not emphasize too much these means of
evangelization. The Gospel is deing diffused, the people are be-

ing molded.

Report of the Home Mission Society.

CORRESPONDING SECRETARY'S REPORT.

At the beginning of the year just closed, the appropriations of
the society, i}rmniscd, but unpaid, amonnted to $1,427.26. ‘ Tnlslf-
ing to the liberality of our people, the Board promised, in addi-
tion, to the several mission interests, the sum of $2,968.36. The
year closed with all appropriations paid, and money in the treas-
ury. For several years the treasury has not been in 80 oood a
condition. But the Board have been compelled to say ¢ No™ to a
number of urgent calls, and to give less to several of the missions
than they asked and very much needed. So far as known, of the
several missions to which aid has been given, none are waning,
and most of them are making much of the little we have been able
to give. An example is furnished by Rev. S. F. Smith, of Long
Pine, Neb. He writes: ¢ The Lord has greatly blessed the labors
of his ministers in this Y. M. There have been between two and
three hundred conversions. At the beginning of the year, we
had seven or nine churches. Now we have sixteen, not large, but
hopeful.” Our society had given them but $200. These feeble
churches have raised, themselves, $400 for home mission work,
within the year. Other examples could be given. The society
looks with interest to the Western field. Besides that the West-
ern churches retain almost all moneys raised, for their own work,
the society sends them the most liberal help possible. Inf:luding
back appropriations, £4,395.62 has been sent to them during the
past year. .

The society has seldom had more important or more promis-
ing interests under its care than now. It is difficult to di.-"st.'in-
guish, but special mention may be made of several. The Cairo
mission is one of importance, and seems to be doing well, under
the supervision of our veteran missionary, Rev. J. 8. Manning,
than whom no one seems better suited to the work. But this field
is large and ripe, and more men and money are much needed.
The West Virginia and Southern work, under the supervision,
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more or less, of Rev. J. E. Cox, needs only more men and more
money, with the blessing of God, to make large returns to the
denomination. Brother Cox writes that the church at IIampton,
W. Va., is now self-supporting, and has called Rev. A
of Texas to the pastorate, while Brother Cox goes to Charleston,
intent upon the 11pbu11dinrf of our cause in that city. The mission
at Lincoln, Neb., under the care of Rev. B. F. McKenney and
wife, is one of special interest. Lincoln is a growing city. Free
Baptist churches are springing up in all parts of the State, and
this city interest is vitally related to the whole. They much
need a few hundred dollars, to enable them to complete and fur-
nish their new church house. ‘The m mission at Oakland, Cal., is
one of rare promise, and will now awaken increased interest,
since our esteemed brother, Rev. C. F. Penney, ».D., has identified
himself with it. Iarper's Ferry remains a growing enterprise,
under the leadership of Rev. N. C. Brackett. - Donations to the
endowment of the Morrell professorship have been liberal, lessen-
ing not a little the demands of the work upon the Ilome Mission
Board. . But-the endowment ought to be completed speedily.
Our mission at Worcester, Mass., now under the care of Rev. D,

D. Mitchell, is one which we can not  afford to neglect. The |

church at Concord, N. II., is struggling bravely to bmld a good

church, and should have our sympathy and pmyers, and may need'

help in money.

The amount ﬂf church extension mﬂcctlons for the year can
not now be definitely stated. The collections of the churches are
not yet all reported. - We should make much more of this branch
of our work than we have done. -Bequests received within the
year amount to $2,660.00. Such bequests ﬂught to be many and
large. 0 :

One thing becnmes more and more mamfeat —the impnrtance
of co-operation between the parent and the several local societies
throughout the denomination. All money raised and appropri-
ated, and work of interest done by the local societies, should be
reported to the parent society; and a liberal percentage of thé
money raised should be sent to the parent Board, for them to use
in aid of interests not within the bounds ef the local societies, or
too heavy for them to carry. Such co-operation would admit of
embodying in one report the aggregate work of the denomination,
and enable the parent society to build nup our cause in places of
chief importance. The work and demands of the society should

Report of the Education Society.

CORRESPONDING SECRETARY'S REPORT.

Omniscience is an attribute of God. So those who strive to be
like him strive for mental, as well as for moral, excellence. I
have reason to believe from the Word that God’s children are to
associate with the Father in thought as well as feeling, in mind
the same as in character. At all events, our church fathers
found that in this world the ministry needed training, educating,
in order to secure the ripest results among the churches. And
so, forty-eight years ago, this society took its rise through the
purpose of four noble men, and for the need of a multitude.

We have on our roll the names of sixteen institutions of learn-
ing : — Hillsdale and Bates Colleges, with their Theological De- |
partments; Ridgeville, Rio Grande, Winnebago City, and Storer
Colleges; India Bible School; Maine Central, New Iampton,
Lyndon and Atwood Institutes, Nichols Latin School, West Leba-
non Academy, Green Mountain, Pike and Rochester Seminaries.
I have sought to estimate the influence upon the rising genera- I
tion of all these places of learning. During the past year, more
than two thousand students have received instruction among us;
ten institutions have already reported one thousand, eight hun- !
dred and three students. There are three hundred and ninety-
one in our colleges and Theological schools alone. Recent com-
munications report one hundred and twenty-five students with
our Free Baptist ministry in view. Of these, thirty-seven are
willing to enter the Foreign Missionary field. Who can estimate
this coming force? How vastly different it would fare with our
people, should every school be shut and all efforts at good learn-
ing cease! We must not fail to mention, along with the two
thousand students in America, the three thousand, six hundred
boys and girls who are looking to us as a denomination for ele- ,
mentary education in India. There are more than five thuuiand
pupils of which this society needs to take note.

I wish it was possible to bring to you messages from all our
schools, to let you feel them here, if only for a minute. You
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would be cheered, and have deep interest for our earnest princi-
pal at Green Mountain Seminary, who says, “We are working
hard and doing our best (and not without sucecess) to build up a
Free Baptist school and church.” Perhaps Lyndon’'s thrift and
her special need would impress you: ‘ There has been marked
religions interest here for over a year; the Christian Association
of the school numbers over gixty.” You would be pleased, too,
with Nichols Latin School, with its **five students having the
ministry in view.” Earnest, faithful Harper’s Ferry would tell of
“nine young men who are fitting for the ministry, two of them
for Africa.” The India Bible School would say: ¢ More praying
for this school in our churches, and let the time soon come when
you will give us a home in the shape of a good, comfortable
building, costing mot over five thousand dollars.” Hillsdale
would tell of her large work in her various departments, of her
half a hundred students for the ministry, and of the fact that she
could help her beneficiaries to less than thirty dollars each, where
she needed fifty dollars. And then Bates College would relate
her immediate necessities. Half a hundred students for the min-
istry are gathered about this precious institution. You are all
acquainted with the rich opportunities to place this institution
forever beyond crying need. The day of her relief is come.
The standard of instruction in our Theological Seminary is being
carefully raised, and one whose dear form is so familiar to you
all says, concerning the needs of that school, *Press the new
Theological professorship with about a ton to the square inch.”
Pastors, do you catch the spirit. And shall we not, with conse-
cration and self-sacrifice, each in his own place, wisely and
zealously press!

May this present year prove the most abundant in the cause of
good learning among us of any that this society has yet seen.

ABSTRACT OF THE ANNUAL REPORT OF THE CORRESPONDING
SECRETARY, REV. H. F. WOOD.

Reports of our Sunday-school work have been received from
all parts of the field. They indicate commendable progress in

various directions. From them we draw the following con-

clusions : — '

1. There is a growing conviction in the minds of our people
generally, as to the importance of the Sunday-school work, and
the large and warm place it should occupy in our churches.

9. This conviction is constantly leading to the adoption of the
more popular and better methods of gaining and imparting Bible
knowledge ; and so branches of the normal work and Chautaugna
cireles are springing up on every hand, and our people are at-
tending conventions and assemblies more than ever before.

3. Our people, more than ever, are recognizing the important
truth, that, in the relation of our Sunday-school literature, there
are other and more important things to consider than the mere
matter of price. Their eyes are being opened to the fact that
many of the Sunday-school helps that have hitherto found a large
place in many sections of our denomination, and that are still
used in many of our schools, are cheaper than ours, in more
senses than one; and, as a result, there has been a large and
gratifying increase in the circulation of our own Sunday-school
publications during the past year. More of our people are using
them than ever before, and the number is constantly increasing.
Why should not our own publications find a place in all our

schools?

4. Our people are attending less to the Jetter, or outward

Bible study and instruction.

form, and more to the true spirit of




And these two results natarally follow; viz., more conversions,
and greater and more rapid spiritual growth.

5. Some of our people are seeming to realize, more than be-
fore, what Christ meant, when he said to his disciples, with
reference to their duty to others, “ Go out!” And so, in the Mas-
ter's spirit, they are going out, and, by persevering, personal
effort, are bringing in those who have attended neither church
nor Sunday-school. This kind of work yields large results.

6. We are glad to note again the more general and still in-
creasing observance of special days,—such as Children’s Day,
Rose Sunday, and Easter. .

7. We note, with very great pleasure, a growing interest in
missionary work in our Sunday-schools. Many of our schools
are contributing regularly to this work, both at home and abroad,
and the list of those who thus contribute is constantly increasing.
