Paul, the apostle, tells us in It Corinthians f 1:28 that besides enduring adversity, 
sufferings and hardships for Christ he carried an additional dally burden. I t  was 
"the care of the churches." Added to the"pressure and stress of outward 
circumstances, Paul was contlnudiy anxious for the welfare of the churches. The 
example and concern of this great missionary apostle for the spiritual life of the 
church is a guiding prinicple as well as a challenge to each minister and delegate 
in this asmiation. "desus loved the church and gave himself for it." Therefore, 
the spiritual v i la l i ty  and progress of the church are d utmost importance to each 
of us. 

For this reason the Executive Office is endeavoring to strengthen the spiritual 
life of our denomina#on. Oftentimes men start to build with a vision and a 
p s i o n .  Then some kind 01 structure or organization is developed to implement 
the work. When the organization k m e s  full blown, people bemme involved in 
maintaining the structure and lose sight of the original objective that brought the 
structure into being. Gradually spiritud arteriosclerosis sets In and the church 
begins to slowly die. This is why we must constantly reevaluate our activities in 
the light of our main objective. 

In order to stimulate the heartbeat of the church, 1972 has been designated 
'The Yeor of Evangelism," 

The evident results of  a renewed thrust in evangelism is very encouraging. 
Numerous reporte from varlous sections of the denomination indicate a number 
of church- are experiencing significant numerical gains. One of the resolutions 
adopted a t  the National Association challenges our churches to work toward 
doubling their attendance next year through preaching the Word of God, 
winning the lost and baptizing the mnverts. Many churches have already 
adopted this goal. We wodd like to know how many churches in this state will 
work toward this objecuve of reaching '!twice aa many " next year. 

In conclusion we call attention to two specific matters of importance. 

1. The interest and prutldpation of laymen in our national work continues to 
gmw. 'Ihi involvement of our lay people is  essential to the building of a 
stranger church. However, only five l d  churches in So. Car. sent a 
mpresentatiw to the National Convention in 1971 and one church repre- 
sented at the convention thb year. We urge each church to send a lay delegate 
to the National Conven!ion. Phns are already underway to involve our laymen 
in a greater way on the national program and in denominational leadership. 
We ask that you make a special effort to have a greater lay representation at 
out National Association. 

2. New "church letters" are being produed which will provide more detailed 
information €tom local churches to the district, state and national levels. 

These annual reports will enable us to secure more accurate information and 
thereby better evaluate our progress as well as project future needs. The 
cooperation of each church is needed in completing these new forms which 
have been approved by the National Association and recommended a 
replacement for the ones used in previous yew.  Information will be releared 
on how to obtain these church letter form when they are ready for 
distribution. 

We are deeply grateful for the financial support received from this s t a h  for our 
national ministries. It i s  a joy and privilege to count you as a faithful partner 
who is standing with us in advancing the Kingdom work of God.

YOUTH CAMP DIRECTOR'S REPORT 

Our 1972 encampment was one of the greatest ever . Not in the number of 



decisions recorded but we witnessed the power of God as He broke rebellious 
hearts in young people and made tremendous changes in the attitude of several. 

We had 227 young people enrolled in our camp program this year. We it1 
reality had a three week program even though we had only two weeks of camp 
exercises. This was accomplished by having the primaries (ages 7-9) at Camp Juni- 
per and the juniors (ages 10-12) at Camp Forest the first week. The teens came the 
second week to Camp Forest as usual. This will probably be our procedure in the 
future because the program can be "geated" more satisfactorily to  the different 
age groups. 

Of course, renting two camp sites, six lifeguards rather than two, six cooks 
rather than three, additional staff to operate the second group of activities 
strained not only the finances but the emotional status of several of us in the 
administrative arm of the youth camp program. 

I 
We were lortunate to be able to operate for $1 5 per camper ($3 per day) 

with so small a lo= as we had. PRAISE THE LORD FOR HIS UNDERTAKING 
IN THIS MATTER. 

Our staff, as a whole, was a hardworking one. I heard just the first week of 
November that "William Sealy is a real driver when it comes to  getting work out 
of  his workers." Bwthren, to tolerate the pressurns of this day, plus operating a 
camp in the "black" an a limited amount of income makes for a situation where 
EVERY ONE must do his equal share of the work. I admit that I don't hesistate 
to  call on m y  staff to do the work. After all THAT IS WHY THEY ARE AT 
CAMP. 

We need your prayer support. We also need more of our dedicated laity as 
well as pastom to work with the camp. There is plenty of work to do. Brother 
Pastor, when you receive the first letter i n  Febmary or March about you; 
intewst in working with us, please let your congregation know that we are 
accepting applications for staff positions. Also, if you have a desire to work with 
the youth camp you MUST send in the "Youth Workers Questionnaire" that 
accompanies the first letter. If you don't return the questionnaire we assume you 
are not  interested in working with us. It is from these questionnaires that we 
select the Pastors to serve. No questionnaire means no consideration. it is  just 
that simple. By the same token our "lay" staff i s  chosen from the applications 
submitted by the laity. We can't contact everyone. Therefore we contact only 
those who show an interest in working. 

You will note our financial report on page 2 of this report. For your 
benefit I have placed in parenthesis the totals in some catagoties from last year 
SO you can see how our expenses and income compared. Keep in mind please, 
the additional cost due to  splitting the first week's activities plus the inflation 
factor. Also keep in mind that we receive no funds from anyone except the 
camper fees. 

May God bless each of  you is  my prayer and I. trust that you will obey the 
exhortion of the Word as it states, "Brethren, Pray for us," as we endeavor to 
make our camping program a better one. I

STATE HOME MISSIONS REPORT 

BEAVER CREEK ASSOCIATION has four (4) missions at this time. As of 
August 10, 1972, their total giving to Missions was $7,124.31. The C ~ V W  
Mission is located at Union, S.C., and Gmce Mission at Fort Mill, S.C. Both were 
reported on last year and they are still under the watch care of the Beaver Creek 

I Home Mission Board. They  are doing well. There are two new missions at 
present that were organized since last state meeting. One is located in Greer, S.C. 
and the full-time pastor is Rev. J. B. Rice. This is a joint endeavor of the Beaver 
Creek Association and the National Home Mission Board. The other new mission 
is located a t  York, S.C. and Rev. Ode1 Holcombe is the full-time pastor. Also, 
since last year's report, Rev. Jodie Wilson went to Woodmff, S.C. and began a 
Mission which has already been organized into a church. Praise the Lord! 

The Beaver Creek Association is certainly to be commended for their 
progress and dedication to Christ. Keep up the good work! 

CENTRAL ASSOCIATION'S new mission at Myrtle Beach is now 
organized into a church. A t  present, they have fifty (50) members and are 
averaging $275.00 income per week. God is blessing Rev. Seldon Bullard in the 
work there! 

SOUTH CAROLINA CONFERENCE'S mission at Kingstree has now 
organized into a full-time church since last year's report and their new pastor is 
Rev. Sam Truett. The Sumter Mission is till under the watch care of the S.C. 
Conference and is meeting in the Optimist Club's Basketball Gymnasium. Rev- 
Fred Kirby is the full-time pastor. The mission has purchased approximately 5% 
acres of land on Jefferson Road (about % mile from city limits) for which they 
paid $14,300.00. They now have under construction a church building (40 x 
162) and immediate plans are to be in the building within a couple of months. 
They have generally completed a 4-bedroom parsonage and the pastor has 
already moved into it. The mission gives 10% of their total income to Home and 
Foreign Missions respectively, each first Sunday's Sunday school offering to the 
Children's Home in Turbeville, and they are also making their own Bond 
Payments. They are looking forward to being able to grow into an independent 
church sometime during this new church year. Their S.S. attendance presently 
averages a b u t  65-75 with a recent high of 102 for morning worship service. The 
Lord Is truly blessing! Continue to pray for this work. Since last year, the S.C. 
Conference gave $5,036. 34 to Home Missions. 

OTHER WORKS: We understand that licensed preacher Brother Albert 
Ross has bought a trailer and some acreage of land and has started a new mission 
on the Lexington highway, West Columbia, and is being blessed of the Lord. 

f Praise God for men with a vision! We have also heard something about some land 
having been purchased in the Churleston, S.C. area for a new F.W.B. mission but 

; we do not have details on this at  present. (Perhaps we can find out more about 
I this today.)

There is  still a 
great number of cities and dozens of towns in this state that we need to move 
into with the fundamental Gospel that Free Will Baptisb preach. Amen? We 
need more preachers to catch the vision of a church . . .

CONSTITUTIONS AND BY-LAWS 
OF THE SOUTH CAROLINA STATE ASSOCIATION 

OF ORIGINAL FREE WILL BAPTISTS 

PREAMBLE 
WE, the South Carolina State Association of Original Free Will Baptists, in 

order to advance the cause of the Lord Jesus Christ through letlowship and 
coaperat ion,  do establish and adopt this Constitutions and By-Laws. 

Since the National Associa tion has changed the board of  Superannuation 
to,  "Pastor's Retirement and Ins." We recommend tha t  we change the Board of 
Superannuation to, "Pastor's Retirement and Ins. b a r d , "  everywhere it is listed 
in t he  constitution. 

ARTICLE I NAME 
This body shall be known henceforth as the South Carolina State 

Association of Original Free Will  Baptists. 

ARTICLE I 1  PURPOSE 
It shatl be the purpose of the organization to cooperate with the National 

Association o t  Ftee Will Baptists in its efforts to elect, combine, and direct the 
energies of the Free Will Baptist Denomination, for the promotion o l  home and 
foreign missions, Christian education, Sundav school, Church Training Service, 
Pastors's retirement and Ins. Board, and Woman's Auxiliary work and for the 
extension of the Kingdom of God in general. 

ARTlCLE I11 REPRESENTATION TO THE STATE ASSOCIATION 
SECTION ONE: Delegates 

This association shall consist of delegates duly appointed or elected by the 
church or organizations to  represent, and ordained and licensed Free Will Baptist 
ministers, who are of good repute in the Original Free Will Baptist Church, and 
who reside i n  South Carolina, o r  hold membership i n  or pastor in this state, and 
all members of standing boards and committees. 

SECTION TWO: Conference Representation 
Each annual association and quarterly conference may represent in this 

association on the basis of two delegates €or each association or quarterly 
conference of one thousand members or less, and one delegate for each 
additional thousand members or fractions thereof. 

I 

SECTION THREE: Church Representation 
Any local church that is in good standing with the conference Or 

' association to which it belongs may send one delegate. 

SECTlON FOUR: Finances 
Each member association or quarterly conference shall be requested 

send a representative fee of three dollars per church, Each local church shall be 
requested to send a contribution of $20.00. This money shall b used to meet 



the expenses of the association and to promote its work. 

ARTICLE [V OFFICERS 
The officers of the association shall be Moderator, Assistant Moderator, 

Clerk, Assistant Clerk, and Treasurer. They shall be elected every year. 

SECTION I: Duties 
Moderator: I t  shall be the duty of the Moderator to  pt?side over each 

session, preserve ordet, govern the body aqording to established paliamentary 
usage, and appoint all temporary committees. unless the organizalion requests 
they be elected. 

Assistant Moderator: it shalt be the duty of the Assistant Moderator, to 
serve in the full capacity of the Moderator when he is absent or  he requests the 
Assistant Moderator to serve in this capacity. 

Clerk: I t  shall be the duty  of the Cterk to tecord all transactions of the 
essociation and prepare then1 for printing and distribution. 

Treasurer: It shalt he the duty of the  Treasurer to receive all monies that 
come into the association. He shall be a standing member of the Finance 
Committee. He  shall pay all bills of the association through a checking account 
in a bank of his convenience. He ahall present a f nancial report lo the Finance 
Committee at each session. 

SECTION TWO: Membership and Support 
All officers of this association, all memben or its committees and boards, 

aH its secretaries, missionaries, and agents plus all missionaries, teachers, and 
~ h r i s t i a n  workers approved or  supported by this association must be funda- 
mental in their views of the Bible and its teachings, and in harmony with the 
doctrines and practices of the Original Free Will Baptist Denomination. They 
must give evidence of genuine Christian piety, possess fervent =a1 in the service 
of Christ and of the ability to do the work for which they arp considered. 

ARTICLE V COMMITTEES 
The committees of this association shall be: 
1. The Executive Committee, composed of its officers. This committee 

shall 1) act for the association on matters that demand its consideration between 
the regular annual sesslons of the association; 2) to have oversight of 
arrangements for meetings of the association with nuthorlty to change, if 
necessary, the time and place of meeting; 3) to fill vacancies in the association 
that may be caused by death, resignation, etc, between the regular sessions of 
the association. 

2. The Committee o n  Committees, appointed at the beginning of the 
session by the Moderator. They shall present before the body for vote the 
necessary committees for transaction of business. The recommended Com- 
mittees are: 

a. The Finance Committee, composed of four, whose chairman shall be 
the treasurer, shall be responsible for receiving and handling the monies received 
into the association. (The committee shall receive all recommendations for 

expenditures and then recommend to the body for vote the expenditures-) The 
Committee shall receive and examine the treasurer's report and then present the 
financial report to the body. 

b. The Resolutions Committee, composed of one delegate from each 
conference or mociation, shall be responsible for receiving all resolutions. After 
careful examination and necessary discussion, pogsibly with those presenting the 
resoiution. the committee shall present the resolutions before the body. 

c. The Nomination Committee, composed of one delegate from each 
confer~nce or emaciation, shall prayerfully prepare a slate of officers and present 
them before the body for vote. 

3. The Public Mords Committee, campwed of five with one rotating off 
each Year, shall be responsible for evaluating the moral condition of our country 
and churches. Through resolutions, papers, snd memges, they should warn us of 
the dangers of low morals and encourage us in keeping our standards Scripturdly 
high. 

4. The Credentials Committee, composed or three, shall properly register 
and recommend the seating of all delegates, ministers, and visitors. They shall 
keep a register of all delegates, ministers, and visitors, and present thelr report-lo 
the body and to the clerk for recording in the minutes. 

5. The Publicity Committee, composed of one delegate from each 
conference or association. The members will & responsible for informing the 
newspapers and other news media of the convening and the events or this 
association during the session and immediately after. 

ARTICLE VI BOARDS 
The Pastors's retirement and Ins. Board, the b u d  of Education, and the 

Children's Home Board shall draw up their own m s t i t u t i o n  and By-Laws and 
present them to the State Association for its approval. 

1. The Board of Trustees shall hold titie, if any, to all property or 
equipment owned by the association. This board shall h composed of one 
member from each conference or  association, plus one member-at-l~ge. 

2. The Board of Education shall be responsible for emdning  all 
applications for loans from the Poston Bagette Memorid Loan Fund. The 
Christian Education Field Director, elected every two years, shall be under the 
jurisdiction of this board. This board and director should be alert to help as 
many worthy students as possible to attend our Christian educational 
institutions. The Board should encourage our churches to give financially to the 
Loan Fund. This Board shall be composed of one member from each conference 
or associa tion. plus one member-at-large. 

I 3. The Pastor's retirement and Ins. Board skiall supervise and distribute 
retir~nwnt and other assistance, as approved by the board, to the ministry or this 
association. The Field Director, elected every two years, will be the treasurer of 
Pastors's rpt iremen t funds. Expenses incurred in connection with Pastor's 
re t i rem~i~t  promolion and board rneeti~gs shall be paid from Pastor's retirement 
funds. 'l'his Board shall be composed of one member from each conference or 
association, plus orw member-at-large. 

4. G ~ n ~ r a l  Board Mrrnb~r shall be one person, elected every two Years to 
be recommended the Nalional Association of Free Will Baptists to represent 



South Carolina on the General Board of the Natlonal Association. 
5. The Children's Home Board shall supervise the ministry of the Free Will 

Baptist Children's Home, Turbeville. They shall be responsible for establishing 
the rules of the Home, employing the employees, and overseeing the ministry aC 
the Home. Th is  Board shall consist of two members from each conference or 
association, except South Carolina, which shall have three. 

ARTICLE VII APPROPRIATIONS F. 

1) Memhrs of the Executive Committee shall be reimbumed their travel 
expenses at the rate of 10 cents per mile t o  and from no more than two 
committee meetings per year. 

2) The clerk shall receive fifty dollars a yeat for services rendered. The 
Moderator and Treasurer shall receive twenty-five dollars per year. Before bills 
are incurred, he shall consult the Lreasurer to find out if money is available to 
pay said bills, 

3) All board shall pay incurred expenses from their own funds. 
4) The Promotional Secretary shall receive fifty dollars per year for 

supplies 

ARTICLE VIII FIELD DIRECTORS 
Promotional Secretary: The Promotional Secretary's duties are 1') to 

report South Carolina news t o  our National Association magazines; 2) to  arrange 
missionary schedules for our state when missionaries are visiting in our churches; 
3) to edit an occasional newsletter and mail to all pastors informing our people 
of Free Will Baptist Church news. 

Pastors' retirement and Ins. Board: The Pastors's retirement and Ins. Field 
Director shall be under the jurisdiction of the Pastors' retirement and Ins. Board. 

Christian Education: The Christian Education meld Director shall be 
under the jurisdiction of the Christian Education Board. 

Foreign Mission Field Director: His duties are to make a report of the 
activities and work carried on in the State during the past year. Give a report of 
planned activities and promotions for the coming year. 

Home Missions Field Director: His duties are the same as the Foreign 
Missions Director's above. 

Church training Service Field Director. His duties are to give a report from 
the State C.T.S. convention on the activities, and accomplishments o f  the past 
year, and the plans of the  coming year's activities. 

ARTICLE X AMENDMENTS 
Articles may be altered or amended a t  any regular session of the 

association by a vote of two-thir& of the members present providing the change 
is recommended at least one day before the vote is taken. 

BY-LAWS OF THE ASSOCIATION 

! 1. A portion of the Scripture shall be read and prayer offered at the 
Lginning of each morning and afternoon session of the association and prayer 
shall be offered a t  the close of each session. 

2. lt shall be the duty of all members of the m i a t i o n  to remain 
throughout the entire session unless they are excused by the Moderator. 

3. Anyone desiring to speak shall rise and address the Moderator and shall 
wait until he is recognized before speaking further. 

4. The Moderator shall not aHow discussions that are unchristian in spirit 
and that tend to  create envy and strife among the brethren. Anyone resenting 
the ruling of the Moderator in such matters shall be liable to censure of the 
body. 

5. NO one shall be allowed to speak more than 15 minutes or more than 
twice on the same subject without permission of the body. 

6. It  shall be the duty of the Moderator to have his annual message so 
prepared and arranged that it can be published in the minutes. 

7. These by -laws may be altered a t  any regular session of the associltion 
by a vote of two-thirds of the m e m b e ~  present, providing the change i s  
recommended at least one day before the vote is taken. 

ARTICLE IX TIME 
T h i s  association shall convene annually on Thursday and Friday of the 

week between the second and third Sundays in November, beginning at 10 A.M.
