STATE PROMOTIONAL SECRETARY'S REPORT
November 1973 - October, 1974

This past year has seen some steps of progress in our State. We have
at least eight Missions and some Churches Organized.

Many glowing reports of Souls being saved and Churches growing
because of their evangelistic thrust.

There are several things that the Promotional Secretary’s Office needs

ice be more elfective fo our State:

1) I you want a State Paper there must be greater participation
in getting news. Without news it is difficult to print a paper...Also, the news
received must be written so the Editor will not have to spend time writing
information given to him verbally. There has been little news from local
churches.

2) The support of “The Informer” comes from a very small
amount of the churches in the State. This Office is not asking for thousands of
dollars from each church, but is asking each church to support it with a
minimum of $5.00 a month. If your church is supporting the Promotional
Secretary’s Office, we would like to say “THANK YSU".
