During 1983 your retirement board was able to  assist four retired preachers a n d  
ten widows of  retired preachers. We were able to  assist these with $45.00 a month. 
Now this does not sound like much, but I wish that each of you could have been with 
Brother Gibson and me when we were asked, "What does this little check mean t o  
you?" Here are some of their answers: "food", "able to  pay telephone and water 
bills", and "able to  pay doctor's bill". One preacher said, "I thought that this was 
the Lord's way of paying me for all the times that I had gone and not received 
anything from many of our  churches." Your retirement board is glad that it could 
give a little assistance t o  them. 

We have worked on the constitution and the by-laws for our  board, but we a re  
sorry that they are not ready a t  this time. This was such a big job that we who were 
a t  the board meeting could not have it ready at this time. Please give us an extension 
and we will have it ready a t  the next state meeting. 

Since the fund for this ministry is short, we would like t o  ask the state t o  pay the 
mileage for our board members. They have not received any money from the retire- 
ment fund. 

Our thanks goes t o  the fifteen churches who supported this fund last year, and t o  
the Central Association. The total giving for 1983 was $5381.74 and the total ex- 
penses for the year was $7630.61. We were $2248.87 short. The offerings for  this 
January showed a little increase. We are thankful t o  each of  you who sent a special 
offering. 

What can you d o  t o  help us meet the needs of  this coming year? First, please pray 
for this ministry; second, tell your church about it and give them a n  opportunity to 
help; third, support us each month.
