News From Our Newest Missionary

Miss Bgssie Yeley, Tumeremo, Estado

Dear Bro. Rollins:

I received a letter from Bro. Black-
welder suggesting that I give you an
account of my work here in Venezuela.
I am not a writer, but I will try to
give you a little insight to our worl:
lere, and if you can doctor it up and
use any of it for the paper, you are
welcome to do so. Just feel free to
add to or take from. As something
has gone wrong with my typewriter,
I shall have to write with pen trusi-
ing you will be able to reaq it.

I arrived in Veneczuela September
16, dnd was assigned to the little town
of Tumeremo in the interior of Vene-
zuela, I have been here just o month
and am feeling very much at home;
enjoying the work very much., 1
have always had a burden for  this
place and I praise God that He hus

placed me here.

Tumeremo is a very pretty little
place but the people are very fanatic,
and a great many of them seem very
much more opposed to the gospel
than in Upata where I laboreq be-
fore. But when I think of the Tum-
cremo of a few years ago and the one
of today, I can really praise God for
what He has wrought in this place.

Boliver, Veneczuela, South America

A lew years ago this was a wild,
lawless town, where they thought
nothing of taking human lite for sport.
There were times when time seemed
tohang heavily on the hands of some
of the young men, and they would
long for something exciting to happen.
Then they would decide to have a
wake (sitting up at night with a
corpse). This was always a time .of
feasting, drinking, etc. One would
offer to furnish coffee and drinks, and
ancther food, but still they would lack
the corpse, and off he would go and
shoot down, perhaps some poor inno-
cent man returning from -his day’s
laber in the fields. Now it is very
much changed, for the Gospel has
entered this place, and while thein
are many who oppose the Gospel,
there are those who have.come out
of rdarkness into the Gldorious Light.
Tumeremo is now law abiding and a
safe place in which to 'dwell.

The first day of this month was
“All Saints’ Day.” Much time was
spent in cleaning the cemetery, white-
washing the crosses, tops of the graves,
shrines, etc. for this event. This day
seems much like our Memorial Day
at home, for they all carry wreaths
of flowers to decorate the graves. These

flowers are mostly made of .paper, so
are like the religion — artiticial. Here
the likeness of our Memorial Day
ceases, for the day is spent in the
saying of Iprayers for the dead, and
much sprinkling of holy (?) water,
and burning of candles. Much money
changes >hands on this day, for the
pricst will not say a single prayer for
a person unless he is paid for it. If
the relatives of a deag person are too
poorto pay, then that grz';we is passed
by, or at least I have never seen the
priest performing a ceremony over a
grave without pay.

Ester, the daughter of the native
worker, and I went to view the ceme-
tery the following evening. As I had
witnessed this same ceremcny in Upata,
I had no desire to view’it again. The
cemetery really was very pretty with
its rows of white crosses decorated
with wreaths of gayly coloreq flowers,
We could see the grease marks:where
the candles had bheen burned. As 1

stood looking over the silent city of-

the dead, thinking of the ones who
had died without Christ and perhaps
never having had anyone to witness

to them, my thoughts then turned to. .

the ones in the town, who ‘are dead
and yet live. Dead in trespasses and
sins.rand I could not help but breathe
a prayer, “Lord, help me to be a faith-
iul witness to those rpoor, ignorant,
superstitious people who sit in dark-
ness and the shadow  of death.”

While this may seem a dark picture,
I can paint a much brighter one. A
song of rejoicing and thanksgiving
arises in my heart when I .think of
the ones who are rejoicing in a Savior's
love. Most of the flock are only bubeg
fn Christ, but they are growing day
by day in' grauce and knowledge of
Christ Jesus.

The work here has always been 1n
charge .of a native worker until now;
but as the work is growing, there was
a need for more workers. - I am happy
to report that eleven persons have been
boin again in the past month. Seven
£roewn persons and four children,

Satan has been working also, and
we have been receiving an extra shower
of dirt and stones upon our roof, but
that does not matter; for, how well
we know that Satan never gives up
his subjects without a struggle, anq
if God is for us, wl}o can be against us?

I have started children’s meetings
cn Sunday afternoons .-with good ate
tendance and attention. I have a chart
made of flannel and figures that aro
pasted on flannel to represent the
lesson I am giving. This seems to
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create much interest Through these
meetings T am able to reach the child:
ren of the neighborhood who do mnot
attend the other scrvices. I am hop-
ing to gain entrance into homes in
ihis way also.

There is much to be accomplished
here, and I covet the prayers of each
one that I may jmprove in the Spanish
language, that I may be able to speak
more fluently. Pray also that I may

gain entrance into more of the homes.
Also, pray for two ladies who have
been attending the services. They
gay they.like the gospel, but have not
yet yielded. o
I must close now, thanking each one
for their interest and prayers, and
praying God’s richest ‘blessings on
each one.

Rev. S. L. Morris nioved the Free
will Impmt publishing house from
W eathetford Texas to 'l‘ecumqeh and
changcd its name to The New Morn:
ing Slar.

Rev. Samra Smith K. T. became in:
structor ang brought his printiog
plant and consolidated it with The
New Morning Star.

Within a year, the college had five
degree teachers, one high school pru-
fessor, and other instructors offering
courses leading to “Bachelor of Divin-
ity” and “Master of Arts” aml business
college courses.

In December, 1919, the Co-operative ‘
General Association met at Nashville, ‘A
Tenn. A division arese in the Asso-
clation over the issue of Feet Washing
peing an ordinance. Some thouglit
it was obligatory, others thought it
was only optlonul while some opposed ’
its practice as an ordinance. The re-
sult was that the Carolina prethren -
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withdrew from the Co-operative Gen-
eral Association. '

Samra Smith became president of
Tecumseh College. Afterwards, B. T,
Brown served as president.  The
college building burned down, and so
our entérprisec ended, but the work
was not in vain for its fruits are still
evident.

In 1935, at Nashville, Tenn,, the
Bastern brethren and the Western
brethren came together again ana
formeq the National Association of
Free Will Baptist. The Eastern and
Western hodies were disolved into the
National body, and the National Asso-
ciatjon meets once a year, alternating

east of the Mississippi river one year
and west of the river one year.

The National Association is being
well developed and our outlook for the
future is better than it ever was for
growth and activity.

Now we have a National College in
the making. The outlook is good.
North Carolina has a Publishing house,
The Free Will DBaptist, valued at
$30,000.00 Also an orphanage valued
at $85,000.00 Tennessee has a new
orphanage valued at $10,000.00 These
two orphanages are growing and build-
ing. Missouri has a publishing house,

The I'ree Will Baptist Gem, valued at-

approximately $35,000.00 These insti-

tutions are working fine and are of
great value in the capacity of service.

We have three National’ Foreign
Missionary parties: The Willey
Family and Miss Bessie Yeley to South
America, and Miss Barnard to India.

There is plenty of room for a hospitat
in Oklahoma, an orphanage in Texas,
a college in Tennessee — Our door of
cpportunity is open. The Gem is doing
its best to support all our denomina-
tional enterprises and possible enter-

* prises, both by giving anq encouraging

others to give. There-is also room for
an Old Ministers’ Home in some state.
May the God of heaven smile upon
our denomination.

AN IS The creature which God

created in lhis own image and
after his own likeness. He wag made
the chief being of earthly creatures
for the Creator put “all things in
subjection under his feet,” and “set
him over the works of thy hands,” as
bertaining to earthly dominion. Man
is not, at this time, what Gog purposed
that he should be; that is, speaking
of the race of humanity as a whole.
He has fallen from the high estate
of his creation, through sin, and has
Jost much of his power and glory.
Many have fallen lower that the brute
creation, even as the poet has said,

“So nature keeps her reverent frame
‘With which her years began,
And all her signs and voices shame
The prayerless heart of man,”

Man is a two-fold creature. The
physical part of man is of the earthly
for God formed the body of the dust
of -the ground. The spiritual part
of man is that principle which the
Lord breathed into the creature and
he became a living soul. This inner
man is referred to as the spirit, the
soul, or the life.

It is well at this time to set forth
the definition of “soul” and “spirit™
as used in the English language and
later we shall show by the Lord's
help and holy scripture that the two
terms, when used with reference to
the inner man, mean the same. The
worg ‘“soul” may mean life, spirit, n
person, a disembodied spirit, or
animating part. Likewise the word
“spirit” may mean life, soul, person
or animating principle. The mean-
ing of the word is determined with
direct reference to the subject under
consideration and the connections and
relationships of the term to beings
or objects adjacent to it. For instance
it I say ‘“not a soul went to church,”
ydu understand that I mean not
person was there.

In speaking of the spiritual part
of man it is evident that the words
“soul” or “spirit’ may either be
used to designate it. James 2:23.
“The body without the spirit is dead.”
Paul said, “Trouble not yourselves
for his life is in him.”

came again” and she lived. Now let
us go to I Kings 17. Elijah abode
with the widow of Zarephtah. Her
son died, for “his sickness was 8o
sore there was no breath lett in him.”
“0 Lorq my God, I pray thee let this
child’s soul come into him again,’
was Elijah's prayer. “And the soul
ot the child came into him again.”
From these scriptures it is plain and
clear that the terms life, soul, and
spirit when used with references to
man designate that inner principle of
the creature unless the relative objects
prove otherwise. For example, “God
........ breathed into his nostrils the
breath of life; ang man bhecame a
living soul.” That is, he became a
living being or person. Now if the
word “soul” always means the body
or all there is of man, when God
raised the widow's son in answer to
Elijah’s prayer and we read ‘the
soul ot the child came into him again,”
it would be like saying, “The child’s

body came into him again.” How
foolish and absurd and heretical!
Job 32:8, “There is a spirit in man:

and the inspiration of the Almighty
giveth them understanding.” Rom.
7:22 ete, “I delight in the law of
God after the inward man: but I see
another law in my members, warring
against the law of my mind ......
who shall deliver me from the body
of this death.” The inner man, the
spiritual mind, of Paul desired to serva
God; but sin being condemneq in the
body of flesh or death he said, that
I keep my body under and bring it in

subjection. The inward man must
control the outward man if we are
running with cértainty. 2 Cor. 4:16.
“Th()ugh our outwarq man perish, yet
the inward man is renewed day by
day.” TPaul also speaks in 2 Cor. &
of being “at home in the body” and
again 2 Cor. 12:2-3, “Whether in the
body, or out of the body: I cannot
tell.” He was not speaking 'of the
body being in or out of itself, but ex-
pressly of the living conscious part
of man which God put in the body.

turn to the earth as it ‘wa,s. " The body

which was taken from the dust shall
return to dust. The spirit shall re-
turn to God who gave it.

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What Constitutes a Call to the Mission Field

AM Constantly meeting young

people who say, “How can I know
that I am called to a definite Christian
service, or what constitutes a call
to special Christian service?”

I shall state, as simply as possible,
from experience and observation, some
things we must consider as we come
face to face with such a call. First.
there must come the IMPRESSION
and be sure that impression is from
the Lord. An impression might come
from other sources than from the
Lord; it might come from US or our
loved ones might try to impress us
that this is the will of the Lord. 1
have met dear spiritual people who
have haq the habit of getting impres-
sions from the Lord for other people.
The Lord does
You are a free moral agent, a distinct
personality and if you are a Chris-
tian it is the prerequisite that the
Lord deals with you directly. Many
well meaning parents have been guilty
of this. Be very sure that it is the
will of the Lord before you go into
a definite Christian service. We dare
not depend on impressions as much as
the impression stand for in the call.

Next there is the Word of God which
should loom out and above all other
considerations. I have met some who
are fighting the call to service. They
say the Word of God has not demanderd
them to be a foreign missionary. If
you are willing to follow me, I shall
show you by the word where every
Christian is called to be that which
makes a foreign missionary. After
all, the words foreign and home mis-
sion is a term that was not used in
the early church. The great division
was called the ministry to the Gen-

tiles; in that day it was Gentiles and
Jews and of course early Christianity
was a long time getting away from
Judizers; those who would demand
that the Gentile Christians would con-
form to the forms and ceremonies of
Jewery, such as circumcision and the
levitical laws and other man made
laws which hag been added to the
Jewish customs. Paul spoke of those
customs when on trial before Agrippa.
Acts 26. Then in Acts 11, we find
this strong feeling existed in the
hearts of those early Christians.

Let us consider the last earthly
command of Jesus which became the
marching orders of the church through
all the ages; a command which was
never revoked. The occasion under
which this command was given made
it doubly binding. Matt. 28:19. “Geo
ye therefore, and teach ALL NATIONS,
baptizing them in the name of the
Father, and of the Son, and of the
Holy Ghost; teaching them to OR-
SERVE ALL THINGS whatsoever I
have commanded you.”

Notice the occasion. It was his
resurrection; it was his first message
to them aflter he had conquereq death
and the grave. The first and para-
mount fact, he wanted his deciples
and church to get was that all men
and all nations should hear the good
news of his TEACHING. Mark gives
us the account (Mark 16:15), And
He said unto them, “Go ye into ALL
the WORLD, and preach the Gospel
to Every Creature.”

Read Luke 24:44 to 53, then we
shall notice the occasion of this mes-
sage. It was just before his ascension,
he had been with them in his res-
urrected body for some time; now

he is about to ascend to the Father.
Naturally his message shall be
freighted with meaning to them and
to the church down through all the
ages. Now, notice especially the fol-
lowing words in hig message; verse
46. “And said unto them, Thus it
is written, and THUS it behoved
CHRIST TO SUFFER, and to RISE
from the dead the third day: an:
that REPENTANCE and REMISSION
of SINS should
name among all nations, beginning
at Jerusalem.” Thus He leaves them
with the great commission which rings
down through the ages. Then read
the first chapter of the Book of Acts,
and especially the eighth verse, and
under score “Jerusalem, Judea and
Samaria and unto the uttermost parts
of the earth.”

You might say, “But that does not
apply to me.” These words apply to
each of us as Christians. We wan®
to notice how it applies to each of
us. God has a special ministry for
all His servants, and He will reveal
to each of them what His will is for
them. The essential thing that God
woulq have us know is that we must
be obedient. 1t we are not, we migth
get into trouble like that Old fMesta-
ment missionary, Jonah. It will he
worth while for us to get an idea of
the organization of the Apostiic
church: First, we must realize thal
the church is more than an organiza-
tion — it is an ORGANISM.

The next important step in knowing
the will of Goq is in proving our
qualifications at home. If we cannot
become soul winners at home under
favorable circumstances, we shall
never become such on the mission
fields of the world. Here at home
are marvelous opportunities to preach
the gospel in any of the major
languages of the world, especially
Spanish. There are great areas in
Florida and our Southwestern states
where Spanish is the language of the
people. There are needy sections
where people never have the opportun-
ity to hear a gospel message. Become
a soul winner at home. No one should
be sent to the mission fields who has
not had this training at home. To
genq out such workers is unfair fo
the young missionary as well as to
the society.

If you go to a fereign field, there
are some things you must be made

- —

aware of: First, the climate. Most
of the climates are tropical, lands.. of
fever, countries where the water you
drink is polluted and must be boiled,
a land of poor hospitalization. This
brings us to another consideration —
your HEALTH. A good physique
offers power of resistance to digeases.
No one is immune from tropical, fevers,
and after you are down with them, it
stage a comeback.

attitude of prayer, He can honor us
with a vision of individual as well as
universal mneeds. Carey, before be-
coming the great missionary to India,
was a humble shoe cobbler who, while
mending shoes, had a map of India
belore him over which lhe prayed.
The same could he said of Livingstonr
ang Judson. All those great mission-
aries who have had to do with open-
ing the doors to :modern missions
have been men of open vision.

Here, in this lesson, we see the wis-
dom of God. God does not condemn
Peter for his failure to grasp the
truth, but in due time patiently re-s
veals His will. Before Peter had
his vision another man was hearing
from God. This man was a despised
Gentile whose society up to this time
was forbidden to the Jew, and as a
Gentile he felt that he was excluded.
He had an idea in his ming which
had its source, the Devil, just as’
Peter’s conception was of the Devil.
This Italian thought that because he
was an Italian and not a Jew he would
be left outside.

_ This fellow was some man. Cornel-
lus was a high ranking officer in

‘the Imperial Roman Army; under him

were faithful servants who had con-
ﬂden.ce in the religious experience of
their commanding officer. This man
was'a de\'out man fearing God, further-
more, he was of sufficient strong con-
victions to have led his immediate fam-
ily, as well as friends anq neighbors,
unto a knowledge of Christ. He was
liberal, in other words his pocket-hook
had religicn; he was ever ready to
aid the needy. He was a man of much
prayer, and he prayed over every mat-
ter. God was so interested in this
Italian’s prayers that He made o
memorial of them.

Now Peter’s vision was not the same
as Corneliusl', but both produce the
same thing, ACTION. All visions are
valueless unless they produce some-
thing tangable. Following instructions
the Roman Gentile dispatched two
loyal soldiers, and notice that God s0
times tl}e visions of these two men 0
that these messengers arrive at the
gate of Simon the Tanner’s house, just
as Peter is coming out of his vision
and is puzzeling over the strange
occurance. And while Peter doubts
for .the moment, his doubts are not
disobedience; he immediately went
into action as his ear was bent to the
This obedi-
ence led to a drastic change in Peter
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and the program of the early Church

He then comes before them with -
the text of the article, “Ye know how
that it is unlawful thing for a man
that is a Jew to keep company, or
to come into one of another nation;
but God hath shewed me that I
should not call any man common or

unclean.”  (Acts 10:28). *“Of truth
I percieve that God is no respector of
person.” Acts 10:34, Then he preaches
Iiis sermon as found-in Acts 10, begin
ning with verse 34 to verse 48.

Fascism

This second unclean spirit comies
out ¢f the mouth of the beast, Daniel
makes it plain in the closing of the
ninth chapter cf his prophesy that the
coming antichrist or the beast of ReY.

3 is to come ‘out of Rome. Fascis®
hias its origin in Reme. Fasclsm is
not so desirous to cover the earth as
is communism.. The chief intention
of the promoters of Fascism is to
revive the old Roman Empire. How-
ever, we might make mention here
that we have the IFascist emblem om
our American ten cent piece and upoir
many of cur government .buildings:
which emblem is the ax and bundle
of sticks. Fascism is playing its part
in the reshaping the map of the world,
the same as is communism, though
its activity may be expected to be
most noticeable within the confines of
the territory of old Rome. Every-
thing now points clearly to the fact
that the worlg dictator, who is to
arise at the end of this age, is coming
from Rome just as Daniel said he
would. Here is one among many
other examples: According to Johi -
in Rev. 13, this' coming. world dic-
tator will cause people to take a mark
in the palm of their right hand or in:
their forehead and will issue a decre?
that they. cannot buy or sell unless. .

So we are told the Facist
salute is the lifting of the right hand..
with the palm forward. They do.not
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shake hands in Italy. They raise
the right hand with the palm forward.
ITow easy it woulg be for the anti-
chirist to incorporate this right into
his program of the e¢ndtime; and as

one walked into the store to buy or

sell he would give the Facist salute
and at the same time display if he
did or dig not have the mark of the
beast. So as the second unclean spirit
comes from the mouth of the beast or
the Antichrist, which person the
Bible expresses is to come from re-
vived Rome, then in my mind this
spirit is Fascism. Someone might
wonder ‘why Nazism is not mentioned
in the Bible. The reason, in my mind,
is this: Igzckiei in chapters 38 and
39 of his prophecy saw the peoples of
Gomer (or Germany) linked with the
hordes . of Gog (or Russia), and At
last that much expected event on the
part of prophetic students has hap-
pened — the Russian-German Alliance.

These
two powers are to clash in a terriftic
struggle in Palestine ju‘st before the
return of Christ. They will be tight-
ing over the wealth of the returned
Jew who will have developed the now
undeveloped resources of Palestine.

According to Dr. Thomas R. Norton
of New York City, the estimated
wealth of ,the. country of Ialestine,
including the chemical wealth of the
Dead | Sea, is $1,267,620,000,000; or
more than the wealth of the entire
world.

This third unclean spirit comes ou:
of the mouth of the false prophet.
This is the same character as the
gsecond beast of Rev. 13. We are now
gecing false prophets in ~increasing
numbers, and modernism is ruining
the church, killing spirituality, pro-
moting unbelief in the minds of peo-
ple, and is thereby contributing its
part to the present day breakdown in
the moral, political, economic, and
gpiritual realms just as much as either

cf the afore mentioned isms. This
present trend toward church union in
the high religious circles is very siz-
nificant ot the times for this false
propbet. will no doubt be at the lead
of a world federated church in his
day. Smaller denominations with yet
some spirvitual life will do well to
beware of this threatening of ecclesius-
tical dominance which is eoming up
as u wolf in sheeps clothing. It is
a settleq fact that when it is brought
about it will be headed up and over-
lorded hy meodernists or ecclesiastical
bigots; men who deny the funda-
mentals of 1'ed1 Christianity — men
who will be saying lets all be one;
but mark you they will be the onc.
1 think modernistic trends in the
church of this age are just as much
responsible as any other 20th century
movement for our present national and
international aches anq pains. The
less spiritual restraint we have con-
sequently the more lawlessness Wwe
will huave. The denying of power in
the church circles of today, as was
‘pl'ophesied by the apostle Paul, is
certainly a releasing of the spiritual
breaks, so to spealk.

So in summing it all up. we must
say these three spirits of evil, acting
in the political, industrial, and re-
ligious vealms are certainly preparing

the nuations of earth for the great

battle ot Armageddon. In this above
stated text is the only place the word
Armageddon is mentioned in the Bible.
The event is portrayed in various
places but the word appears but once.
It will be an event fought exclusively
between the anticlhirist tollowed by ths
hordes of earth, and the revealerd
Christ tollowed by the hosts of heaven.
(see Rev. 19). Christ will slay the
antichrist ‘and the false prophet with
“the sword that proceeds out of His
mouth” and “with the brightness of
His coming.” (2 Thess. 2:8 and Rev.
19:19-21)., It will be the last battle
of this age. '

There is one other passage in .this
text I wish to make brief mention of
before closing. That is the fifteenth
verse where Jesus says, “Behold I
come as a ‘thief. DBlessed is.he that
watcheth and keepeth his garments
lest he be caught naked and they sece
his shame.” ‘Someone might say that
passage seems very much out of placs
being “sandwiched” in this text just
where it is. And at first sight it
does seem to belong elsewhere than
just where it is; but upon a more

close study we find that it is verv
much in place. It is exactly where
it belongs "(as is all scripture when
we /1'ight1y understand them) for some-
where just about the time these three
unclean spirits begin to dominate in
all their tullness and this text begins
to be directly fullfilled then this event,
which is mentioned in this 15th verse,
will transpire. There is a time when
Jesus is to descend in the air as a
thief, and there is a time when he
will return to earth in glory. When
he comes as a thief he comes to take
awa)y the hest there is on the earth.
He comes to take them out so they
will escape the awful tribulation,
“When He comes to earth in glory He
fullfills the vscriptu.re which says,
“Behold every eye shall see Him.”
When He comes as a thief He fulfills
the scripture which says, “two shall
be in the field, one shall be taken anfd
the other left”; and again that which
is spoken by Paul, “we shall all b2
changed in a moment, in the twinkling
of an eye, at the last trump.” It is
the time when “the dead in Christ
shall rise first.” It is the next out-
standing event on Gods great program.
It is the time we should all livé ready
for. Did you ever stop to think that
Jesus is referred. to in the Bible as
the bright and morning star, and again
as the sun of righteousness? A short
time before sun-up the morning stur
comes into view, and then in a short
while it is sunrise.

Dear reader, these events are coming
hurriedly. If you are not ready to meet
them, may the God of all the earth
talk to your heart now, and may you
make full preparation to go with Him
when He comes to claim His bride.
“Blessed are the pure in heart for they
shall see God.”
